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Abstract: Today physical, biological and social worlds develop increasingly quicker and in a more
complex way that includes the phenomena of metamorphoses. Traditionally, they were considered as
determined mainly by external factors, i.e. the forces of nature. Contemporary metamorphoses seem to become
of a complex man-made nature. Compared to traditional metamorphoses with ‘rigid’ and predictable results,
contemporary metamorphoses of societies can produce both negative and positive consequences, which proves
the non-linear dynamic picture of the world. There is also a traumatic tendency — when something is
metamorphosed into ‘nothing’. Due to digitalization, ‘nothing” becomes more complex and ‘pure’ from cultural
and humane characteristics, thus, revealing new expressions of the ‘death’ of the social: humans are
metamorphosed into ‘digital beings’. Metamorphization of society can produce common goods as a side effect
of the bad. The author argues that the formal-rational, pragmatic transformations of society and nature, like the
scientific and technological innovations of mercantile type, deform and dehumanize life-worlds. The global
traumatization in the form of ‘liquid’ catastrophes permanently changes the living and non-living nature,
structure of soil, water and air, desocializes human relations, facilitates transformations of something into
nothing, people into ‘non-people’, places into ‘non-places’, things into ‘non-things’. However, people as
reflexive actors can turn metamorphoses into ‘things-for-man’. To start this process, it is necessary to change
the pragmatic monodisciplinary principles of science by the interdisciplinarity ones to ensure a humanistic turn
in science and technologies.

The Nobel prize-winner I. Prigogine developed the ‘arrow of time’ theory
according to which physical, biological and social worlds change increasingly
quicker and in a more complex way [21], and this process includes
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metamorphoses — physical and social phenomena. Today, their nature has changed
significantly due to acceleration and complication of social and cultural dynamics;
therefore, many contemporary metamorphoses became more complex, non-linear
and functionally ambivalent, thus, contributing to both disintegration and
integration and producing both harmful and positive effects. Contemporary
complex metamorphoses are very diverse in qualitative features: they can act as
‘side effects’ and ‘collateral damage’ — produce unintended, unplanned effects that
are harmful, hurtful and damaging for the social development [8. P. 4] but can
produce ‘positive side effects of bads’ [9. P. 4].

Quintessence of contemporary metamorphoses
and their dynamics

In the most general form, metamorphosis is a radical transformation of
something or someone, transition from one form to another with new appearance
or functions. This process is evident in in inanimate nature (metamorphosis of ice
into water and into steam), in flora and fauna (metamorphosis of a seed into a plant,
of a caterpillar into a butterfly). Traditionally, metamorphoses were considered to
be determined mainly by external factors such as forces of nature, God or devil, i.e.
acted as ‘thing-in-itself” — uncontrolled, causing disasters or grace, radically
changing the foundations of life-worlds, traditional values and norms. Theorists of
Enlightenment (Ch. Montesquieu, J-J. Rousseau, and others) believed in the power
of reason — that mankind can overcome all ‘backward’ forms of knowledge, which
confirmed desacralization of metamorphoses. Generation after generation, people
learned to manage uncontrolled meta-morphoses and their consequences, which
produced an idea of that some ‘things-in-themselves’ could be turned into ‘things-
for-man’.

Sociologists believe that, unlike metamorphoses in inanimate nature with
unambiguously ‘rigid’ results, social metamorphoses have another and diverse
nature. K. Marx was one of the first scholars who studies metamorphization of
society and made social metamorphoses ‘things-for-man’. According to Marx, the
nature of metamorphoses depends on the historical-formative development, and
they become a norm under the market relations. He believed that the essence of
metamorphoses could be understood and foreseen, in particular, the nature of
double metamorphoses: “The first metamorphosis of one commodity, its
transformation from a commodity into money, is therefore also invariably the
second metamorphosis of some other commodity, the retransformation of the latter
from money into a commodity. The second and concluding metamorphosis of a
commodity M-C, a purchase, is, at the same time, C—M, a sale; the concluding
metamorphosis of one commodity is the first metamorphosis of another” [18.
P. 75]. For instance, due to these metamorphoses, wheat can be metamorphosed
into money and then into canvas or other goods.
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Markets became a significant factor of complex social-economic
metamorphoses. As J. Burnham showed, the ‘revolution of managers’ became the
metamorphosis of capital and led to the transition of power from owners of the
means of production to those who managed production relations [10]. At that stage
metamorphization of society did not stop but continued. According to K. Polanyi,
“the transformation to this system from the earlier economy is so complete that it
resembles more the metamorphosis of the caterpillar than any alteration that can be
expressed in terms of continuous growth and development™” [20. P. 44]. Under the
metamorphosis of the economy the whole society is metamorphosed due to the
subordination of the economic system to the market, which brings tremendous
changes to the social orthography, and production of things is metamorphosed into
production of goods. In the late 20 century, the “pure’ production of goods was
metamorphosed into codes of signification and simulacrum of novelty [3].

Many contemporary metamorphoses are a product of man’s rational and
mercantile attitude towards nature. Our intentional actions aim at its subordination to
the interests of consumption, which has unintended side effects. People who uprooted
forests to get arable land did not realize that they started desolation and together with
forests they lost the sources of accumulation and preservation of water.

Today complex metamorphoses can have objective grounds and act as a social
construct. Metamorphoses as a human artificial construct can turn into common
good for people. Almost in all cultures, there are socially and culturally constructed
practices of metamorphoses in the form of carnivals representing as if a real form
of a life-world [2]. E. Goffman studied metamorphoses of class statuses that he
considered as not something immovable, once acquired by virtue of social
prescriptions or personal achievements, but as a subject of metamorphization under
the instrumental manipulations with symbolic representations of social classes. The
status can be ‘failed’ due to external pressures or personal mistakes due to careless
observance of norms and manners. People with failed status are metamorphosed
into ‘dead’ who continue to live among successes [11. P. 463].

Goffman also examined metamorphoses in ‘total institutions’ and showed
that patients of asylums are exposed to such extensive control of time and space
that their life is metamorphosed into ‘civil death’ [12. P. 25]. In the traditional
society, the ‘failure’ of status meant the irreversible ‘social death’, but in the
‘liquid modernity’ [5] metamorphosis status, especially its consequences, become
‘liquid’: a person can rehabilitate himself and even become a celebrity; a
‘nonperson’ can turn into a significant self; the ‘normal’ can be metamorphosed
into a ‘stigmatized’, and the ‘stigmatized’ has a potential to become ‘normal’
again. Among the tools that make the socially constructed metamorphoses with
identifications possible, one can see the ‘area of games’ — bluffing,
mystifications, performances. Even the age status that previously seemed
irreversible became a subject of metamorphization: all sorts of tools are used to
radically correct the human body, including surgical operations that allow to
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regain some qualities or at least some simulacrum of the youth (‘body
metamorphization’) [28]. Many complex metamorphoses became ‘things-for-
man’ — can be controlled in some ways.

Complex metamorphoses as ‘side effects’

In the late 20" — early 21° century, the reflexive social-techno-natural reality
developed. The world entered the ‘turbulent times’ of non-linear history and non-
linear dynamic picture of the world. A number of complex metamorphoses
appeared to witness that the inanimate and living nature in the non-linear way
reflects intensification of the human activity. Moreover, the side effects of the
increase in consumption due to the prevailing pragmatic values and the pragmatic
trend of the scientific development led to irreversible metamorphoses of the
environment: fertile soil is metamorphosed into ‘dead land and water’ [26. P. 149-
210], and their ‘vitality’ cannot be restored in the foreseeable future. The climate,
until recently considered a marker of constancy, becomes metamorphosed and
acquired turbulent qualities with complicating consequences for the mankind and
the world. Epidemics have also been metamorphosed: in the past, they were caused
by underdevelopment and insufficient medicine, and were a pattern of poor
societies in the limited space-time context. Today most epidemics are the side
effects of the pragmatic scientific achievements: we face qualitatively new
epidemics of a global and timeless nature (AIDS, microorganisms resistant to
antibiotics, etc.). Quite often new epidemics are metamorphosed: they are not only
of techno-biological but also of cultural nature (anorexia, gambling, schizophrenia),
which, in turn, metamorphose the lives of individuals and groups.

The side effects of the agency play a special role in the production of new
generation of complex metamorphoses. P. Sztompka defines agency as a complex
quality of human collective actions that lead to creative self-transformation. The
agency has become an important factor in the transition of the social development to
the permanent incompleteness of social changes. The agency produces a huge
diversity of social forms [27] together with their side effects, which is especially true
for ‘cultural traumas’ such as declining birth rates and growing mortality rates,
destruction of social relations, political anarchy, disruption of economic functions,
and in culture — violated collective identities, rejected beliefs, crumbling idols [1].
Such traumas are accompanied by social gaps perceived as a shock.

The means and objects of labor have always been under the human control.
Today some of them are metamorphosed into actants, i.e. objects (machines,
computer networks, etc.) with self-reflexion. Some actants due to their side effects
start to act as rthizomes [17] with their own ‘will’ that produces both challenges and
discoveries in sciences. In the real life, metamorphizations of agencies and actants
overlap, which produces complex social-techno-natural hybrids of global influence:
nuclear power plants, large-scale hydraulic structures, mechanisms based of the
artificial intelligence, ‘smart cities and villages’, global money, the Internet, etc.
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Under the co-reflection of agencies and actants, the reproduced staged reality can
get more symbolic and social significance than the objective reality. For our life
worlds such innovations are certainly challenging metamorphoses.

Production of the staged reality becomes faster and more complex with the
help of not only traditional mass media but also collective and individual actors of
social networks (bloggers) — they produce defused meanings that increase
uncertainty and chaos. Twitters, ‘likes’, ‘performances’ form ‘metamorphosis
consciousness’ by producing uncertainties. Sometimes the discrepancies between
events and ‘non-events’ disappear: for instance, the American media presented the
war in Iraq with Hussein’s regime (before it even started) as a staged reality based
on simulacrum, and for the viewers it was ‘more true’ than the truth [4. P. 76], i.c.
‘non-events’ were metamorphosed into events, and vice versa. Since then, the
permanent production of the staged reality has become a ‘norm’ which we call a
‘normal anomie’ [14].

Many side effects of glocalization pose challenges in the form of social chaos
forcing many people ‘out of place’ [25. P. 125]. Metamorphization turned national
societies into ‘global disorganization’ [17]. This potential collapse of societies
based on normative standards as a basis of stability and continuity [19] is
accompanied by the huge decay energy that produces shocking transformations and
fundamentally new forms of asociality and deviation: drug and shopping addiction,
kidnapping, organ trafficking, gambling, racism, and new forms of terrorism.
Perhaps the most dysfunctional are the side effects of metamorphoses in the
spiritual life due to the increasing commercialization of the mass media: fake news
and promotion of ‘stars’ instead of analytical information and educational
programs. Traditional fears limited in time and space are metamorphosed into
‘liquid fears’ [6] associated with the instability and uncertainty of our lives.

Z. Bauman argues that not long ago the ‘collateral damage’ described only the
military sphere, but under the ‘liquid modernity’ it is expressed in shocking
surprises. There is metamorphosis of the traditional war: “Most present-day war-
like actions, and the most cruel and glory ones among them, are conducted by non-
state entities, subject to no state, or quasi-state laws and no international
conventions” [7. P. 37]. Collateral damage from networked communities acts as
metamorphization of communities based on stable social ties such as strong
friendships and ‘love to the end of days’ into Internet communities that “are not
meant for durability, let alone being commensurate with the duration of time. They
are easy to join; but, similarly, they are similarly easy to leave and abandon the
moment that attention, sympathies and antipathies, and moods or fashions, drift in
a different direction” [8. P. 92].

However, metamorphization of society brings not only challenges but also
hopes. Side effects and collateral damages of complex metamorphoses represent not
the ‘pure chaos’ but its new degree and quality. This chaos becomes an attribute of
the ‘global complexity’ organized in its own way. Contemporary complex societies
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are ‘unusually organized’, ‘there is no simple growth of disorder’ [29. P. 19, 23].
Chaos and centrifugal tendencies can be managed, in particular, by strengthening
symbolic, information, digital and communication regulators.

Globalization as a driving force of metamorphization
of something into nothing

Under globalization, there is a new tendency — something is metamorphosed
into nothing. According to G. Ritzer, ‘nothing’ refers to “a social form that is
generally centrally conceived, controlled, and comparatively devoid of distinctive
substantive content” and makes sense only when paired with ‘something” — “a
social form that is generally indigenously conceived, controlled, and comparatively
rich in distinctive substantive content”, and ‘“there is a far greater demand
throughout the world for nothing than something” [22. P. 165—167].

Metamorphization of something into nothing develops increasingly quicker
and in a more complex way that changes dramatically the nature of places, things,
people, services. Places were initially unique, had specific social and cultural
meanings. For instance, not long ago each university was famous for its system of
higher education and professional staff who taught and examined students
individually. Today some universities are metamorphosed into ‘McUniversities’ —
non-places (educational spaces without social meaning or image) which “eliminate
the need for professors to reproduce and distribute materials to class” [13. P. 61].
Due to globalization, many things are metamorphosed into non-things (mass
products that lack any geographical or cultural identity). A specific example of non-
thing is non-food: indigenous food loses its homelike character, becomes universal
and standardized, thus, acquiring the essence of non-things — hamburgers, hot
dogs, pizza, chips, etc. [13]. Some people identified with their jobs and places of
work are metamorphosed into non-people, for instance, refugees are non-people:
untouchable, unthinkable, and unimaginable [7. P. 45]. Globalization based on the
cultural openness led to metamorphization of services as individualized assistance
in the national-local settings into non-service that presupposes non-human
technologies and a predesigned process with a limited number of tasks. Even human
bodies are metamorphosed: McDoctors provide cosmetic surgery and other services
within the global industry so that the body can be radically transformed into non-
body — of the same size, shape, and weight which are constructed, controlled, and
devoid of distinctive representations.

Metamorphization is facilitated by grobalization — “the imperialistic
ambitions of nations, corporations, organizations, and the alike and their desire,
indeed need, to impose themselves on various geographic area” [23. P. 73]. There
are transnational network enterprises producing nothing in the form of flows of
goods and services which cross borders of countries and their places of origin to
ensure the transnational expansion of tastes, ideas, and images.
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Due to digitalization, nothing becomes more complex and expresses new
‘deaths’ of the social. Digitalization has metamorphosed socialization, affects
consciousness and behavior of the youth, which is manifested in their departure
from the prescribed systems of social ties, social forms and attachments as parts
of socialization and education. The youth witness fragmentation of society due to
the fact that the educational institutions designed as mediators for the interests of
the youth lose touch with them, which increases uncertainty in understanding the
basic values. Students are addicted to ‘googling’, rely on the opinions from their
mobile computers. Thus, the youth are exposed to the codes of good and evil from
‘googling’ and become dependent on the digital realities that determine their
behavior based on the values of novelty. The youth’s way of thinking is deformed
and resembles the computer functioning. If socialization means the transfer of
values and norms from the older generations to the younger, which is necessary
for supporting the existing social-political order, then now socialization is
metamorphosed: “the young generations, on the contrary, were already born as
‘digital beings’. What was packed into the magic word ‘digital’ has become a part
of their ‘genetic outfit’” [9. P. 189]. Some scholars even speak of
metamorphization of economy into ‘anti-economy’, societies into ‘anti-societies’,
persons into ‘anti-persons’: “we are beginning to see glimpses of the emerging
anti-person who lives as if our being a symbolic species can be ignored most of
the time” [30. P. 142, 254, 333].

Producing common goods as a side effect of bads

U. Beck in the book Metamorphosis of the World described the nature of the
contemporary metamorphosis as determining the potential transition to a different
type of the civilizational development. Social sciences have studied social changes
mainly in the form of evolution and revolutions. However, contemporary
metamorphoses cannot be interpreted by such concepts as ‘change’, ‘evolution’,
‘revolution’ or ‘transformation’. “The theory of metamorphosis goes beyond the
theory of world risk society: it is not about the negative side effects of goods but about
the positive side effects of the bads. They produce normative horizons of common
goods and propel us beyond the national frame toward a cosmopolitan outlook™ [9.
P. 4]. Metamorphosis of the world means “epochal change of worldviews,
refiguration of the national world view ... It is in this space that national and other
borders are renegotiated, disappear, and then built up anew — ie., are
‘metamorphosed’ [9. P. 5, 6]. Before scientists interpreted metamorphosis as the
final result of unexpected transformations, today metamorphoses acquire the nature
of permanent incompleteness of non-linear changes which potentially produce
positive side effects of the bads and create previously unthinkable alternative
preconditions for human activities. How people use them depends mainly on them —
a chosen trend of the development of sciences and technologies. “This does not mean
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that it will be a successful path. It is possible that humanity may choose a path at the
end of which lies its self-destruction” [9. P. 7].

Previous ‘certainties’ based on national worldviews ‘withered’: “it becomes
clear that the ‘eternal certainties’ of the national worldview are shortsighted and
wrong and lose their self-evidence as the beliefs of a whole epoch ... ‘Withered’
means two things: first, the world pictures have lost their certainty, their dominance.
Second, nobody can escape the global” [9. P. 7, 8]. The global as the
cosmopolitanized reality demands a fundamentally new ‘cosmopolitan
methodology’ to replace ‘methodological nationalism’. Today peoples live in
different tempo-worlds, some societies function traditionally with limited social
mobility, while others acquire great acceleration. The theory of a ‘high speed
society’ claims that social acceleration is an attribute of the modernity [24]. That is
why it is necessary to use both approaches for the analysis of the complexity of the
non-linear dynamic picture of the world.

Cosmopolitization covers both macro-realities and individual life-worlds,
including even the body functions. “Those who eat only locally will starve. In fact,
in times of climate change, those who just want to breathe local air will suffocate”
[9. P. 11]. This metaphor strengthens the position of the theory of metamorphization
but ignores the specificity of the cultural life-worlds of the people who know only
the realities of their society.

U. Beck defines the ‘crucial difference’ between his approach and the majority of
social theories and research: “Their very approach precludes the possibility of
metamorphosis of the world. In contrast, my starting point is that it is only in the context
of the metamorphosis of the world that we can explore the relations between
metamorphosis, change, reproduction and its countervailing movements. The relative
weighting of each of these factors is something that must be investigated empirically...
Metamorphosis of the world says nothing about whether a given transformation is for
the better or the worse” [9. P. 19]. Thus, latent, uncontrolled, unconscious
metamorphization within the pragmatic trend of the scientific-technological
development would bring mainly negative side effects and collateral damages.

However, people as great reflexive actors can make metamorphoses ‘things-
for-man’, and here two factors are significant. First, the need to overcome the
limitations of the linear-mechanical picture of the world with the prevailing
disciplinary monism which studies specific phenomena instead of complex
challenges determined by the interconnected phenomena of social-techno-natural
realities. For instance, ‘quantum theories’ of consciousness [31] consider the
decision-making of reflexive actors as an open system with both internal (value
orientations, beliefs, feelings, preferences) and external factors (social-technical
environment). The practical use of these theories provides prerequisites for the
transition from a linear-mechanical to a non-linear picture of the world reflecting
the essence of complex metamorphoses and their possible consequences. Second,
reflexive actors can put metamorphization at least under some control with the help
of quantum physics, mathematics, risk-management and especially the humanities.
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Such an interdisciplinary humanistic approach would allow to take into account all
kinds of metamorphoses and their possible consequences, and to search for the
scientific development and technological innovations adequate for the
cosmopolitan humanism.

Certainly, metamorphization of society develops, and scientists have already
identified its general trend but the whole picture of complex metamorphoses.
There are at least three basic types of them: 1) development in the form of sudden
events and unintentional breaks due to the formal-rational, pragmatic
transformations of society and nature and mercantile scientific-technological
innovations, which deform and dehumanize our life-worlds; 2) global
traumatization in the form of ‘liquid’ disasters that permanently change the living
and non-living nature, desocialize social relations, transform something into
nothing (traditional disasters are limited by local space-time parameters, the
contemporary ones have a permanent and spatially unlimited character);
3) metamorphosis itself, which brings not only troubles and turbulence but also
potential benefits and hopes for the transition to more a humane life.

The mutual influence, interference and dominance of specific types of
metamorphoses have not been studied yet. However, their valid interpretation
presupposes the transition from a linear to the non-linear picture of the world and,
thus, from monodisciplinary to interdisciplinary knowledge. The monodisciplinary
discourse still prevails, which hinders the cognition of complex metamorphoses.
“Our science is organized by means of disciplines, each specializing in one category
of phenomena”. The problem is that “the influence of one category dominates the
influences of all others so that the latter can be neglected... the discipline-based
science will encounter significant limitations when examining human life, society,
and the biosphere because it will tend to treat them as if they have the characteristics
of non-living entities” [30. P. 3—4].

To avoid bads of metamorphization of society, we need the system study of
the mutual influence of human beings, society, biosphere, and the digital. There is
no single science for thus — we need an interaction of theoretical-methodological
approaches within the humanistic turn in all sciences [15].

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Abstract. The author considers the construction of the ‘temporal sociologism’ by A. Schiitz from
the ‘general thesis of the alter ego’ to the Stranger and the Homecomer. The background and starting
point of this construction is Schiitz’s criticism of the Husserlian egological approach to the basic category
of the Other and the radicalization of phenomenological reduction. The Husserlian primordial reduction
to an isolated monad is replaced by a radical reduction of the ‘cultural pattern’ as a phenomenon of the
‘social a priori’. Social a priori and the Stranger serve as necessary conditions for intersubjectivity as not
derived from the Ego and acquire temporal features in the categories of ‘cultural pattern of the group’ and
‘Homecomer’. In Schiitz’s interpretation, the Stranger combines temporal and functional (spatial)
features, which allows to define the category of ‘cultural pattern of the group’ and describe the relations
of the Stranger with the group in terms of ‘temporal sociologism’. The Stranger category is the result of
reduction of the taken-for-granted ‘cultural pattern of the group’. Schiitz’s temporal sociologism places
any manifestation of the social not only in the intersubjective space but also in the continuum of
alterations in intersubjectivity. After this radical reduction of the ‘natural attitude’ to the ‘cultural pattern
of the group’ by the Stranger category, Schiitz goes further and reduces the ‘natural attitude’ to the
belonging to/identification with any group by the ‘Homecomer’ category, which allows to explore the
continuum of alterations in intersubjectivity exactly at the moment of its breaching. The experience of
Homecomer restoring a ‘breach’ with his group represents the reduction of taken-for-granted ‘self” in
itself — turning into a Stranger for oneself, which allows to find a social basis in oneself. This, Schiitz’s
temporal sociologism develops as a definition of the social through changes in time and preserving social
identity despite changes in the continuum of intersubjectivity.

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Abstract. The article considers the media mythologization of the social: the media create represen-
tations of the world as a place for power struggle and suggest various versions of sociality which are
legitimized in mythical narratives. Academic arguments emphasize the complexity of the social, the ne-
cessity of its theorization and dereification in the digital context. The study of the social/media dialectic
reveals three myths — of natural collectivity, of the mediated center and of big data. The myth of the
mediated center is a double construct: a narrative about the center of knowledge, values and meanings in
society which produces normative or descriptive truth; and a mythical narrative of the media as repre-
senting society to its members and having a privileged access to the center of the social reality. This myth
legitimizes the symbolic power of the mass media and is supported by rituals. The myth of ‘us’ aims at
‘naturalizing’ the network sociality, convincing users of the naturalness of its contacts, interactions and
communities, providing the sense of cohesion and constructing a digital identity. The myth of ‘us’ is a
narrative about collectivity determined by the joint efforts of users and designers of social platforms. This
myth hides the decay of the social in the digital reality and indicates its media-mythical compensation.
Big data represent new landscapes of objects, methods of cognition and definition of sociality. Big data
is not only a source of knowledge, innovation and change but also a mythology which should be critically
examined. The article considers different approaches to the analysis of big data mythology developed
within the interpretation of digital artifacts as a reflection of the social context and the best form of social
knowledge. This myth presents its version of sociology — with new epistemology, ethics and methodol-
ogy — and hides other sources of knowledge about sociality in the digital media (mythologizes data
policy (agency), economies, ethics and epistemologies).

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Abstract. The article aims at presenting theoretical difficulties of sociology of morality and
possible ways to overcome them. The importance of this issue is determined by the necessity of the
scientific study of moral elements of the contemporary society in order to prevent its dehumanization.
Sociology of morality focuses on the empirical study of various moral phenomena (justice, duty,
conscience) in the social space. At the first stage of such a study, sociologists conduct observations and
collect data, and at the second stage, they generalize moral facts to identify moral patterns. In sociology,
morality is considered as an element of society; therefore, it is not analyzed by itself but within a system
of social relations. One of the difficulties of such studies is the ambivalent nature of morality, i.e. its
existence in both public and individual consciousness: if sociologists ignore the individual mode of
morality, they misrepresent the content of moral facts. Another reason for theoretical difficulties in the
study of morality is that sociologists use outdated ideas about the nature of moral truths and researcher’s
impartiality — moral judgments are considered as not being true or false, and the researcher should ignore
his value attitudes when collecting and analyzing data. The elimination of these difficulties can lead to
the loss of the sociological research specifics and to the merger of sociology and moral philosophy.
Representatives of the ‘new sociology of morality’ have to reform this field but ensure its status of an
independent scientific discipline. One of the ways to solve this task is to use ideas of analytic philosophy,
in particular, of moral realism that defines moral qualities as qualities of real things, and moral truths as
having the same status as scientific truths.

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Abstract: The article considers the document ‘Foundations of the State Youth Policy’ and its
implementation in the Russian regions. This analysis allowed the authors to show that the document
provides neither a political strategy nor effective management measures. The authors present the results
of the analysis of the youth policy implemented by government agencies online — on the websites of
regional administrations and in the social network VKontakte. The websites do not provide any current
information, while the social networks, on the contrary, is quite effective. The article describes the
perception of the state youth policy by regions and local communities based on the empirical research
conducted in 2018-2019 in 7 regions of the Russian Federation — the Tver, Kursk, Pskov, Astrakhan,
Rostov, Moscow Regions and the Republic of Karelia. The main methods of data collection were in-depth
interviews and focus groups (43 interviews and 26 focus groups). Respondents represented regional and
municipal administrations, including departments of the youth policy, local enterprises — industrial,
commercial, hotels, etc., health and education organizations, cultural institutions and youth groups. There
were also focus groups with the youth: 3 groups with university students and 3 groups with students of
special secondary institutions. The article shows inefficiency of the ‘two poles’ approach — when the
state aims at supporting the talented youth and the most vulnerable groups (orphans, children from
dysfunctional families, etc.). Such an approach excludes from the policy and public discourse the ‘middle’
youth that needs but lacks rather participation in the life of the country than financial support. Today,
only the ‘forum campaign’ is implemented, in which the youth are happy to participate, but this campaign
cannot strengthen the youth’s social role, Thus, there is still no system youth policy in Russia.

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Based on the empirical research, the article considers the correlation of national and ethnic identities of
the youth of Saint Petersburg. The authors’ conclusions are based on a series of sociological studies conducted
in 1996, 2011 and 2019 by the Laboratory of Ethnic Sociology and Psychology of the Faculty of Sociology of
the Saint Petersburg State University under the guidance of Z.V. Sikevich and also on the data of other
researchers studying similar issues in different Russian regions. The authors present their interpretation of the
structure of national identity and typology of ethnic identities; consider the following forms of correlation of
national and ethnic identities — dominant ethnic identity, ethnic radicalism, dominant national identity, ethno-
national radicalism, ethnic and national indifference; focus on the rank of national identification in the system
of group identities and on the indicators of national consolidation; use content analysis to identify the symbolic
interpretations of the words ‘Russia’, ‘citizen” and “patriot’; analyze contradictions in the national identity of
the youth. The article presents the following most important findings of the study: 1) national (civil) identity
dominates other forms of social identification of the youth; 2) in the structure of social identities, confessional
identity is insignificant, while there is negative distancing towards representatives of Islam; 3) ethnic and ethno-
national radicalism is typical for men; 4) compared to 2011, the positive trend of statist attitudes and the
negative trend of critical attitudes to power are obvious; 5) the perceived norm and attitudinal behavior of the
youth are not quite consistent; 6) gender affects the level and type of both ethnic and national identity.

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Abstract. The study of mass consciousness is one of the most pressing sociological issues.
Historical memory is a part of mass consciousness, and it is obvious that the historical memory about any
event has its specifics in different societies. Today memories about the World War II became an object
of manipulation for various political forces that aim at changing public opinion in favor of particular
parties, and the youth is especially affected by such influence. The student youth is a reactive social force
and can subsequently transfer such influence into actions. Therefore, the study of the international
students’ types of historical memory provides a unique opportunity to reveal the global perception of the
World War II. The article presents a typology of historical memory based on the classical structure of
social attitude as consisting of affective (views on the justice of the war results), cognitive (knowledge of
the war milestones) and behavioral components (knowledge and participation in commemorative events,
and family stories). There are nine types of historical memory: personal-historical, dispositional, formal-
historical, emotional-historical, fragmentary-historical, mythological-historical, subjective-historical,
value-historical, ‘lack-of-memory’. The majority of students have an emotional-historical, formal-
historical types and ‘lack-of-memory’. Without ‘lacking-memory’ students, the share of which is smaller
among Russian students, foreign students have mainly an emotional-historical and formal-historical types
of memory, while Russian students rather formal-historical and value-historical types. The article
explains the way for identifying types of memory. Thus, it can be useful for methodologists and
researchers in sociology of history.

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Abstract. The events of the World War Il play a special role in the contemporary social discourse
as the basis of collective memory and civil culture. The current attempts of some Western countries to
misrepresent and rewrite the history of the World War II and to belittle the role of the Red Army in the
rout of Nazism pursue serious geopolitical goals. Effective opposition to the falsification of history
depends on the quality of youth’s knowledge about that period (active historical memory) and the younger
generations’ emotional association with the war winner. The article presents the results of the sociological
study conducted on the eve of the 75" anniversary of the Great Victory. First, there was a survey at the
Moscow State Institute of International Relations (students aged 18-23) to identify the level of historical
knowledge and assessments, sources (fiction and movies) of representations, ideas about reasons for the
falsification of the World War II history and measures to oppose it. The questions were divided into three
groups: historical (the level of basic knowledge), cultural-pedagogic, or emotional (questions about books
and movies) and evaluative-predictive (reasons for the falsification of history and measures to oppose it).
The study also aimed at comparing the results of the survey with all-Russian opinion polls and foreign
surveys. Second, the author analyzed estimates of the reasons for the falsification of the war history and
suggestions to oppose this negative trend, which were provided by leading experts from Russian and
foreign universities and analytical centers. The comparison of the students’ and experienced researchers’
opinions revealed both similarities and differences in generational estimates, and allowed to identify some
general ways to resist the intensified trend of the falsification of the war history.

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Abstract. Religious values as the most important component of the worldview can significantly
affect various aspects of human life — from everyday practices to political preferences. The analysis of
changes in religiosity shows that in the post-Soviet space, there is a clear tendency of the transition from
atheistic attitudes to the religious revival. In the contemporary Kazakhstan society, a complex model of
religious identity develops — it combines ideals and norms of religious consciousness with ideas of
spirituality and national revival, but the confession values can often only be of an external, declarative
nature. According to different studies, in Kazakhstan, the share of believers following religious practices
increases. The question is whether people really observe religious rites and traditions and follow religious
regulations. The article summarizes the results of the study conducted by the Center for the Study of
Public Opinion to assess the religiosity of the Almaty urban community. The survey showed that the share
of people who identify themselves as a part of some confession is significant; however, this is not a direct
indicator of the increase in the number of true believers seeking to actively follow all religious rules and
practices. The article presents the data on the activity of respondents in religious practices, their
knowledge and understanding of some religious postulates. The study showed that the religious
renaissance among the youth can be accompanied by undeveloped religious consciousness and
insufficient religious knowledge, which provides grounds for the dissemination of pseudo-religious ideas
including the extremist one.

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New working class as a political subject*
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Abstract. The authors consider the new working class as consisting of both industrial workers and
employed in the service sector. The article aims at identifying changes in the social-political status of the
new working class and at describing the civil-political component of its political subjectivity. The authors
attempt to theoretically reconstruct the idea of the working class as a political subject. The first part of
the article presents conceptual approaches to the analysis of the working class as a political subject. The
authors identify three periods: 1) classical works that laid the foundation for the study of the working
class as a political subject and its special historical role; 2) studies of the marginal political status of the
working class in Western countries, when leading theorists described the transformation of workers into
an object of manipulation in the era of mass communications and the widespread consumerism ideology;
3) works of contemporary authors (including the new working class studies) opposing the policy of the
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traditional industrial working class and the new working class exclusion from the social-political space,
which is pursued by the ruling class of the neoliberal international. The empirical part of the article
describes the political subjectivity of the working class in Russia and its position in the political space at
the institutional and individual levels. Despite the underrepresentation of workers in politics, since 2010,
we have witnessed a return of the working class to the public space. The representative survey conducted
in three regions of the Ural Federal District and narrative interviews prove a weak interest of the new
working class youth in politics, their tendency of non-participation in it, and a high level of national
patriotic identity.

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Abstract. In the Republic of Belarus, the authorities chose public-private partnership as an
alternative to privatization which allows to keep socially important objects in the state property. The
results of the survey of entrepreneurs and civil servants show the readiness of the authorities and business
for equal partnership under the proclaimed socially oriented market economy. On the example of the
metropolitan region, the authors analyzed the institutional-adaptation period in the development of public-
private partnership in Belarus. The sociological approach to the study of public-private partnership aims
at considering the relationship ‘power—business—society’ as a system of interdependent actions of civil
servants, entrepreneurs and population. The analysis of behavioral strategies of participants of this
interaction was conducted through their social expectations with the methods of expert surveys of
entrepreneurs and civil servants and an opinion poll of the population of Minsk. The authors made the
following conclusions: society is only an observer due to the poor knowledge of public-private
partnership; the behavioral strategies of entrepreneurs are determined by regulatory-legal factors, of civil
servants — by system-legal factors; the key barrier for the public-private partnership projects is the low
assessment of one’s qualifications by civil servants and entrepreneurs; entrepreneurs consider civil
servants as competitors in conflict situations and define their style of behavior as ‘pressing’; the state
prefers contracts as the main form of interaction with business, which emphasizes the independence of
partners. Therefore, the state and entrepreneurs take risks and responsibilities in the public-private
partnership projects in the agreed shares, and the authorities fully control such projects.

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Abstract. International studies prove the relationship between migrants’ settlement patterns and
their integration. Russian researchers have studied integration for many years but not migrants’ settlement
patterns. The authors aim at filling this gap and describing different aspects of migrants’ settlement in
Moscow and the Moscow Region as affecting integration. The article presents a classification of migrants’
settlement patterns on four grounds: tenure, type of building, social circles and ways to get to work. Each
type is illustrated by examples of settlement patterns and other details to provide lively descriptions of
migrants’ everyday life. The study consisted of 65 interviews with migrants in Moscow and the Moscow
Region which were based on the principles of the grounded theory. In the study, migrants were people
born in Armenia, Azerbaijan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, both Russian and foreign citizens.
The data show that, despite stereotypes, there is a great variety of migrants’ settlement patterns, for
instance, in terms of tenure there are those who have their own apartments and those who rent a bed at
the workplace, while in terms of social circles, there are those who live with members of their nuclear
family and those who share apartments with new acquaintances from different countries.

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Abstract. The article considers digital literacy as a fundamental component of the media
competence development. The study of the history of the issue and analysis of the existing theories
showed that the research focus on the digital literacy of the adult population and do not take into account
minors who demonstrate the highest interest in media technologies. The authors develop a theory of the
deep mediation of the social space and argue that the indicators of digital literacy of schoolchildren should
correlate with the data on teachers, who, according to the contemporary educational strategy, are
responsible for increasing the media competence of society — starting from the media-oriented courses
in school. In 2019, the authors conducted a survey “Media competence of schoolchildren and teachers”
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(N=500+500) in 10 cities of the Volga Federal District with the lowest digital literacy index. Based on
the results of the comparative analysis, the article identifies a number of challenges in the field of media
literacy, in particular digital literacy, and the main one is the digital divide between two generations
(schoolchildren and teachers), which indicates a communication barrier that hinders interaction not only
in education, but also in the social space. While schoolchildren demonstrate high interest in media
technologies, their teachers seem not to be interested in media technologies not only in professional
activities but also in everyday life. The authors believe that the inverse correlation of the digital literacy
levels of schoolchildren and teachers prevents the harmonious development of the media competence in
the Russian society.

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Abstract. Most authors admit that code-switching is the process of switching different languages,
their varieties, speaking styles, etc. Today, the majority of people in the world are multilingual and often
mix languages in different ways, which makes code-switching a quite common global phenomenon.
Code-switching incorporates government, cultural, religious and network contexts, and the frequency of
code-switching in such multilingual conversations is an indicator of the global dominance of
multilingualism. Online communication fosters social communicative practices consisting of code-
switching and marks the development of verbal behaviour of multilingual communities. Code-switching
also affects language visuality, its images are tools for the social construction of reality. The developed
verbal practices support effective communication and affect the expression of new meanings. The article
aims at presenting the features of code-switching in digital communication with 8 examples of different
length, topic and author, in which the native Lithuanians code-switched to English and used elements of
the Internet language. These examples were taken from the social networks Instagram, YouTube,
Facebook and Twitter, and the authors analyzed the grammar, spelling and punctuation of both Lithuanian
and the English words, the type and use of the code-switched English elements, special characters,
abbreviations, emoji and other features of the Internet language. The results show that online
communication is not entirely textual, with various means of text composition communicators make their
code-switched English elements more visible and alter the appearance of messages. Such practices
correspond to the features of social networks and seem to follow the popular Internet culture trends.

The linguistic phenomenon of code-switching is usually defined as alternation
and contact of two or more languages, styles, dialects, paralinguistic cues, prosodic
registers (contextualisation cues) in the act of multilingual communication [4; 19;
20; 35; 47]. However, the definition of code-switching varies according to the
different aspects discussed [26; 38; 48] and due to its close relationship with the
terms ‘code-mixing’, ‘code-shifting’, ‘diglossia’, ‘borrowing’, ‘style shifting’, etc.,
for many authors try to provide explanations for their similarities and differences
[33; 37]. Even though there have been various multilingual practices since the
distant past and numerous attempts to study them, the term ‘code-switching’ was
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borrowed from physics and political anthropology and first mentioned in linguistics
in 1954 by Hans Vogt in his review of Uriel Weinreich’s work Languages in
Contact: Findings and Problems, the first system study of language contact [1; 4;
17; 48]. Vogt defined code-switching as “...perhaps not a linguistic phenomenon,
but rather a psychological one”, with “obviously extra-linguistic” causes [48].
However, code-switching was neglected and considered rather negatively until the
1980s, when it became a focus of many publications. In the 1990s, the researchers
aimed at revealing its universal limitations, proving its dynamic nature and variable
behaviour, and finding determinants of its universal and variable practical aspects
[8; 17; 40; 53].

In the article, we consider code-switching as syntactically and phonologically
consistent and fluent switches between native Lithuanian and foreign English of
one or multiple interlocutors in the single act of written textual communication in
social networks — Instagram, YouTube, Facebook, and Twitter. Linguists
examining code-switching in multilingual settings usually focus on “the
grammatical constraints of code-switching and understanding how its grammar
should be characterized in relation to those of the bilingual’s distinct languages”
[58. P. 74]. Many researchers argue that code-switching has numerous accountable
meanings and effects due to the codes composed of speech varieties. Fewer
researchers believe that certain types of code-switching cannot and should not have
any specific meanings, thus, questioning the validity of code-switching, distinction
of codes, and their conceptualisation [4; 7; 49; 50]. There are also studies of code-
switching in the linguistic, psycho-linguistic, socio-linguistic, anthropologic, socio-
pragmatic, discourse-analytic and other perspectives which aim at understanding
how multilinguals use multiple languages in everyday life, what factors or
mechanisms trigger or hinder code-switching, and what its cognitive costs are [26].

While there are theories and methods for explaining the morphology, syntax,
semantics and other aspects of code-switching (Carol Myers-Scotton markedness
model, Howard Giles speech accommodation theory, Peter Auer and Li Wei
sequential analysis, etc. [7; 18; 39]), they seem to be useful only in certain situations
and reflect academic disagreements and lack of knowledge in this sphere [57].
Therefore, our way to study code-switching is to identify texts with code-switching
of three main types: tag-switching, intra-sentential switching, and inter-sentential
switching described by S. Poplack [41; 42] and widely used [6; 23; 25; 47;]. Tag-
switching is the insertion of tags (quotations, interjections, idioms, filler words or
phrases that have a weak connection with the rest of the sentence and can appear
anywhere in it) from one language into a sentence in another [40. P. 596; 44. P. 122;
47. P. 24-25]. Intra-sentential switching occurs within the same sentence when two
or more languages are alternated [25. P. 270]; it is considered a more intimate type
of code-switching and occurs in ‘a high proportion’ [1. P. 345]. Inter-sentential
switching occurs at the boundaries of sentence. Both intra- and inter-sentential
switching are closely related for “the end of a sentence is potentially a turning
transition point” [25. P. 270].
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There is a number of research methods to analyse code-switching: interviews
and tape recordings, language-use surveys and ethnographic observations are the
best known methods of the linguistic code-switching analysis together with the
analysis of written texts applied here. Due to the numerous reasons for code-
switching depending on situation, the analysis of its examples can provide
information about the communicators, their manner of using languages, their ways
of code-switching, means to make some parts of texts more distinguishable, etc.
[28; 29]. Moreover, code-switching occurs not only in real life but also in digital
communication — exchanges of information in digital form and via electronic
means [43; 59]. Digital communication has developed considerably for about two
decades, but its origins date back to when “Samuel Morse introduced telegraphy in
1837 [59. P. 1]. The key reason for the rapid expansion of digital communication
is the increasing availability and development of technologies and “the advantages
of digital with respect to analog” [59. P. 1].

Since its predecessor ARPANET in the late 1960s, the Internet has grown
significantly and consists of a huge user-base and amount of information. Due to its
extent and continuous development, the Internet is a commonplace for an increasing
number of people, and the new media are invented to provide a wider access to
communication for users [43; 52]. Social networks, e-mail, blogs, chats, etc.
effectively alter the way people communicate and “created a new social structure
governing how, when, and with whom people interact” [43. P. 32]. However, digital
communication has its price for it operates via “costly channels and complex
systems” [59. P. 1] and its technologies can be misused: users often send messages
“without considering who might see them or how they might be interpreted” and
forget that the deleted messages are archived on some server and can be restored
[43.P. 32].

In the cyberspace, both code-switching and digital communication are only
parts of the computer-mediated communication. In linguistics, it is described as
“coding and decoding of linguistic and other symbolic systems between sender and
receiver for information processing in multiple formats through the medium of the
computer and allied technologies... and through media like the Internet. .. and many
more to be invented” [9. P. 6; 34. P. 552]. The linguistic analysis focuses on the
everyday use of languages in the Internet and on “the new forms of language that
are being produced” [9. P. 6]. This analysis considers digital communication in the
institutional and organizational contexts together with social communication,
recreational communication and multimodal social-media communication — all
being parts of the computer-mediated one [9].

Computer-mediated communication is fundamentally different from
traditional speech due to the ‘lack of simultaneous feedback and of nonsegmental
phonology’ and due to ‘its ability to carry on multiple interactions simultaneously’.
It is different from traditional writing due to its ‘dynamic dimension’, ‘ability to
frame messages’ and hypertextuality [14. P. 1]. Another significant feature is the
language of the Internet — ‘unofficial and informal, spontaneous and unconsidered’
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(abrupt phrases, self-correction, bywords, ellipsis, inversion, means of economy,
etc.) [45. P. 4]. Moreover, the Internet users write increasingly more, and these
online writings contribute to the development of the oral verbal culture — ‘looser,
casual, not-always-grammatical. sounds much more like spoken than written
language, even on-screen’ [13. P. 89]. All of these features of computer-mediated
communication expand the functional and expressive capacity of language — there
are new words, phrases, and other written means of expression [13].

When studying the online code-switching, linguists seek to explicate
motivations, functions and meanings of multilingual practices and language choices
of the Internet users on different platforms and in the specific Internet contexts [32.
P. 389]. It seems that the text-based online code-switching does not always follow
the conventions of the offline face-to-face conversation due to the availability of
digital contexts, networked audience, online graphic and visual resources [5; 31;
52]. There are examples of the online code-switching based on the speech-based
communication, i.e. Internet users do not consider the languages they use as
different entities and “draw variously on whichever languages are in their
repertoires... whichever languages have currency in a particular digital situation”
[52.P. 130]. Such code-switched texts allow users to manage relationships, perform
multicultural identities and build communities [31].

However, there is a lack of research of the online code-switching on the
multiple computer-mediated communication platforms and with many different
languages, which measure linguistic diversity online [30]. The existing theories
“cannot capture new forms of multilingual encounters on the web” [31. P. 129];
therefore, researchers have to use mixed methods and data (textual, ethnographic,
etc.). Another possible way is to consider the online code-switching through its
visuality — the quality or state of being visual or visible or an instance of a mental
image or picture; and here — the “fine nuances and subtle shifts where the visual
and textual interact” [3. P. 2].

Traditionally, a collection of signs, organized in a particular way to make
meaning, constitutes text, the meaning of which depends on the types of signs, their
arrangement, font, size and other characteristics of visual elements [46]. Thus, due
to some degree of visuality, the traditional text is a visual representation of speech
[36; 51]. Internet texts are more complex than the traditional ones, since there are
visualized hypertexts that link with other hypertexts via hyperlinks and make them
easily navigable, blur the line between textual and visual, and slowly destroy their
traditional hierarchy in which the textual has a priority over the visual [30; 51]. As
the Internet content consist mainly of both texts and graphics, the visual often
dominates the textual, which “changes not only the deeper meaning of textual forms
but also the structure of ideas, of conceptual arrangements, and of the structures of
our knowledge” [30. P. 16]. This makes understanding of the typical Internet text a
complicated task for it is hard to identify which visual elements are constituent
elements of the text and which are the illustrative ones [10; 15; 51; 56].
Nevertheless, visually literate people can read, evaluate the composition and use
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various means to express, comprehend and interpret the purpose and message of
not only the traditional text, but also of its visual elements for they are
interconnected. Thus, the interpretation of textuality changes and becomes
subordinated to the logic of the visual [30; 51]. This shift towards the visual has not
only changed the production and consumption of visual culture, but “also raised
new questions and new versions of very old questions about the place of visuality
in language” [36. P. 109].

Our analysis aims at revealing the features of code-switching in the computer-
mediated communication on the examples from the social networks Instagram,
YouTube, Facebook and Twitter, which are globally popular and support large
active user-bases of millions of people from all around the world often speaking
more than one language, alternating between them, producing numerous unique
messages that combine text, audio, video and graphics and present various
characteristics of code-switching. Eight examples were chosen by browsing the
above mentioned social networks and finding messages on Lithuanian as native
with some English elements, which represent code-switching in digital
communication. These examples are presented in their original form — unedited
and with the features of digital communication, including the emoji of the Google
standard (their names were taken from the Full Emoji List of the Unicode
Consortium). The texts that are code-switched from Lithuanian to English and their
unique features are marked in bold.

(1) aguonaruke: 'Cia Sitas mézgaliukas kur siiilei uzsukt paragaut? '
justasvigl: '@aguonaruke panasiai. Tik sitas#netttoksttgeras  buvottthough,
argentinos mesgaliuks geresnis siek tiek = bet jo, gera vieta isleist likusias gyvenimo

santaupas  worth it = "

This example (1) was taken from the Instagram. The author of the post
‘justasvigl' answers to the user 'aguonaruke' comment and asks if the photograph
shows the steak he once invited her to taste). 'Justasvigl' explains that this is a dif-
ferent steak and not as delicious as another one, but the restaurant is still good and
the steaks are more than worth their price. 'Justasvigl' expresses this idea by code-
switching intra-sententially from Lithuanian to English, uses the English phrase
'worth it' and encloses a graphical 'Ok' emoji at both sides of the passage as if em-
phasizing his point and making it more visible and stressed. Unusual spelling con-
ventions and a lack of a full stop are also noticeable — the passage is closed with a
'fire' emoji: the Internet users break the rules of grammar quite often and use various
stylistic means to express their thoughts in a certain way. The 'fire' emoji corre-
sponds to the topic of food and restaurants and also signifies relevance and approval
(ideas of popularity, attractiveness, excitement, etc.).

(2) elvinaveckyte: 'OMG#turbutpo 1 Omety#bet kai draugai pasistengia ir padaro TAU

specialiai su varske = Acii Martynuitigeras laikas su draugais ©
In another example (2) from the Instagram, the user 'elvinaveckyte' expresses
appreciation to her friends, especially Martynas, for preparing cepelinai and
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spending time with her, and presents a photo of the dish. She begins her message
with a now common intra-sententially code-switched Internet English abbreviation
'OMG' ('oh my God/Goodness!"), which indicates satisfaction and sets a pleasant
tone for the rest of the message in Lithuanian. The text follows irregular grammar
conventions, lacks full stops at the end of sentences (there are 'smiling face with
smiling eyes' and 'smiling face' emoji), spaces between words and text coherence at
the end of the message. Instead of categorising the post, hashtags (#fur-
biitpolOmety', '#bet', and '#geras') make it stand out. In addition, when searched or
clicked on, the hashtag '#turbiitpo 1 Omety', leads to this post, which suggests that it
is either a kind of reference understood by this social circle or simply an emphasis
on this part of the text.

(3) T — series Sucks:

'Kazkodél jauciu, kad 2019 bus geri metai :)

*Jazzu ikelia savo naujq daing

*Faith in humanity has left the chat'

Similar features can be seen on the video hosting platform YouTube. In (3),
user 'T — series Sucks' writes his comment below ‘Wild’, a new music video by the
popular Lithuanian singer ‘Jazzu. In the first line, the user writes that he believes
the year 2019 will be a good one. In the second line, his good year prediction is
abruptly interrupted by the message that the artist has just uploaded her new song.
This message author leaves the third line blank as if waiting for some reply. After
a break, the user resumes his text in the fourth line and inter-sententially code-
switches from Lithuanian to English saying that '*Faith in humanity has left the
chat', i.e. that the audience reacted to the event and evaluated the new music video
negatively — by many negative comments and dislikes not only on YouTube but
also on other popular Lithuanian websites.

By code-switching from Lithuanian to English, the author expresses a sudden
change in tone of the message from a positive to a negative one. Both sentences
start with an asterisk (*) that makes them look as a retelling of consecutive events
and separate them from the first one expression. The specific arrangement — each
sentence in a distinct line — seems to show the passage of time, with the blank line
separating ‘before’ and ‘after’, which is also a convention of the popular Internet
meme culture meant to effectively deliver the message to others aware of such con-
ventions. Furthermore, the tendency to express thoughts in an exaggerated way via
hyperboles is seen in the last sentence, where the consequences of the event are as
if a loss of faith in humanity, which is a common meme. While it is often difficult
to tell if the user is in a serious disposition due to a lack of the face-to-face commu-
nication elements (tone of voice, body language, etc.) online, here, due to the hy-
perbole, it is obvious that the user is ironic, sarcastic, and derisive.

(4) Dainius Pal: 'Uz tokig daing nebalsuosiu, o galvojau kad tarp paprasty europieciy

lietuvaité Monika Marija puikiai pareklamuos Lietuvg. Ten komisijoje provincialai ir

tarybinés estrados gerbéjai, o vakary Europoje tai nepopuliaru. Bendrai, geriausios
dainos Eurovizijos niekada nelaimi, o laimétojus renka europiecius mulkindami Sio
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FAKE CONTEST organizatoriai. Paskutinis pavyzdys - laimétoja is Izraelio, kas yra

protu nesuvokiama.'

(4) is a similar example of using another language to emphasize some point,
but in this YouTube comment, user 'Dainius Pal' assesses ‘Jurijus — Run with The
Lions’ — one of the songs selected to represent Lithuania at Eurovision 2019, and
expresses his attitude to the voting system, the jury of the national song selection,
and the song contest. The intra-sententially code-switched part is written in English
and in capital letters to visually highlight the essence of the comment: this annual
event is a 'FAKE CONTEST .

(5) Audroné Valaitiené: 'Nebeplauksiu j Norvegijg NIEKADA. (Pause.....NOT!) ="

We see the same linguistic phenomena on Facebook. In (5), user 'Audroné Va-
laitiené' comments a news article at the official Facebook news page ‘/5min’. She
says that she will never travel to Norway by ship after the accident with the cruise
ship near Norway reported in the article. However, in the next sentence, she inter-
sententially code-switches from Lithuanian to English and writes '(Pause.....NOT!)'
as if cancelling her previous statement with a single negative 'NOT'. The way the
word 'Pause' is written with five full stops right after it also expresses the passage
of time. The two capitalised words 'NIEKADA' and 'NOT contrast with each other.
Finally, the 'face with tears of joy', 'rolling on the floor laughing', and 'beaming face
with smiling eyes' emoji suggest that this is a humorous comment that should not
be taken seriously.

(6) Viktorija Grimovic: 'Liepa maciau, kad palaikinai, bet this is what we call fashio n'

A new way of writing words is presented by the example (6) from Facebook:
the user 'Viktorija Grimovic' comments on her friend’s 'Liepa Babaliauskaité' like
under the post at the page Humans of Trilai for the user-submitted curiosities no-
ticed while using public transportation in Lithuania. By code-switching intra-sen-
tentially (although the case can be considered as tag-switching) from Lithuanian to
English, the author says 'this is what we call fa s h i o n' as if explaining reasons
for liking the post and its context. The way the user writes the word ‘fashion’ with
spaces between letters adds additional emphasis on the style of dressing.

(7) Bukoptimistas: 'ménesio pradzia. Noriu pasipildyti transporto E.bilietq. Kauno-

bilietas. It veikia. NOT! :/

Similar communication patters are present on Twitter: despite the maximum
length of the message (140-280 characters), in (7), it is sufficient for 'Bukoptimistas'
to express his ideas. The negative '"NOT is used to change the meaning of the pre-
vious sentence to the opposite. At first he tried to recharge his bus e-ticket at the
website at the beginning of the month, which at first seemed to work, but actually
did not. The use of the traditional emoticon (':/') depicting a sad, confused or de-
pressed face, instead of its emoji, is an exceptional feature — it sets the mood of
the tweet but in a less colourful and visible way, i.e. previous conventions of using
emoticons still occasionally work in online texts and are sometimes preferred over
the newer emoji.

In (8) from Twitter, the user 'Artur Preobrazenski' writes about finding himself
in Seville, the ‘wrong’ Venice at the end of summer, and considers this fact hilarious:
he uses the now common hashtagged abbreviation '#ol' ('laugh out loud'). He inter-
sententially code-switches from Lithuanian to English in the first sentence to make
his post more specific and provides a hyperlink to his Instragram post providing more
information on his trip to Seville. Nine hashtags explain the meaning of this tweet
and make it more visible to other users searching for similar information.

Thus, Internet communication is not textual anymore, most texts are enhanced
with video, audio and pictures, i.e. the emphasis is on the visual part of communica-
tion. With abbreviations, capital letters, spaces, fonts, bolding, italicization, symbols,
emoji, and other means of making and editing texts and code-switching from Lithu-
anian to English, the authors of messages in social networks change the visual ap-
pearance of their texts. Such conventions follow various features of social networks
and change according to the popular Internet culture trends.

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Abstract. This article is a review of the book by Zh.T. Toshchenko The Society of Trauma: Between
Evolution and Revolution (Theoretical and Empirical Analysis) (Moscow: “Ves Mir”; 2020). In recent
years, a new type of political violence has developed — traumatization of consciousness, which is
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especially typical for ‘the society of trauma’. The book by Toshchenko examines the challenges that the
world and Russia face due to the complex changes in public consciousness, which are mostly of a man-
made character. Previously, the research focused on the relatively individual questions such as
“pathological agency’ (P. Sztompka) or construction of the politically biased meanings that traumatized
the public consciousness (J. Alexander), while Toshchenko defines the issue much broader —
dysfunctional changes of the whole society — and studies its transformations through the realities of ‘the
society of trauma’, the features of which can be seen in different countries that entered the path of a long,
turbulent, unstable and unsustainable development. In the societies of trauma, there are no clear
worldview ideas, which leads to gaps and paradoxes in the public consciousness and to the loss of life
guidelines. Political pressure on the public consciousness is exerted through ‘soft power’ based on
demagogy about democracy, freedom and human rights. Toshchenko sees the way out of the society of
trauma and the way for overcoming the ideological and political anomie in the development of civil
activity and the strategic goal and means to achieve it. The book allows to identify further research topics,
in particular, the study of new mechanisms for traumatizing the public consciousness, which would help
to search for the transition of our society to the humanistic development trend.

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Abstract. This article is a review of the book Literature and Religious-Philosophical Thought of
the Late 19" — First Third of the 20" Century. To the 165" anniversary of V.S. Solovyov (Book 2.
E.A. Takho-Godi (Ed.). Moscow: Vodoley; 2018) published with the support of A.F. Losev house-
museum and the journal Solovyov Studies. The authors analyze the philosophical theories of the key
Russian thinkers of the Silver Age, primarily the symbolists, which focus on such issues as the fate of the
Russian society, the place of man in the world, cultural values, social aspects of religion, life-creation,
and aesthetic understanding of social-cultural reality. The review shows the inner logic of the book based
on the alternation of philosophical and literary approaches, and its main line — from personalities (V.S.
Solovyov, V.F. Ern, D.S. Merezhkovsky, F.M. Dostoevsky, M.N. Katkov) and their contribution to the
national philosophy and culture to the trends of the era of historical and ideological changes. The
interdisciplinary approach of the book is the result of the joint work of scientific schools and generations
of researchers from different countries. The book’s methodology is based on the integrative approach of
social aesthetics — the tool of philosophy of integral knowledge and unity which can be applied to the
field of social knowledge.

The book under review was published as a part of the project ‘Literature and
Philosophy: Ways of interaction’ implemented by the museum-library ‘House of
A.F. Losev’, the Faculty of Philosophy of the Moscow State University and the
journal Solovyov Studies. In the introduction, the Editor-in-Chief E.A. Takho-Godi
emphasizes the complex structure of the book (P. 14) due to its broad
methodological scope, analysis of the complex evolutionary path of the concepts
under study and issues of the social crisis, its causes and consequences, specific
representations of all these issues and heated debates of the intellectuals of the
Silver Age. Representatives of the Russian symbolism (V.S. Solovyov, A.F. Losev,
D.S. Merezhkovsky) developed their own methodology to study social-
civilizational issues on the basis of such concepts as theurgy, life-creation,
sophiology and some other intuitions that allow to understand social-cultural
processes and constants in their multi-level structure (methodology of integral
knowledge about the world and man). The very complexity of the scientific analysis
based on philosophical generalizations and plural approaches determined the
participation of a group of authors.
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The first book in the series considered mainly the philosophical aspects of
literature and only mentioned (due to the anniversary of the 1917 Revolution) social
reflection, while the second book analyzed a much broader scope of issues of a social-
philosophical nature focusing on the development of the ideas of life-creation, unity,
understanding of the spiritual and empirical unity of man and society by Russian
writers and philosophers. The book considers the key concepts of the Russian
philosophers at the turn of the epoch and of the Silver Age — F.M. Dostoevsky,
L.N. Tolstoy, V.S. Solovyov, N.A. Berdyaev, S.L. Frank, A.F. Losev and others. The
scope of topics is impressive: social progress, roles of the individual, nihilism,
positivism and harmonious development, spiritual crisis of society and ways out of
it, criticism of civilization, the trinity of truth, good and beauty, utopian thinking,
searches for cultural constants and invariable values. They all refer to the creative
role of the personality — life creation and interdisciplinary social aesthetics. This
term is not used in the book, but it explicates its methodological basis and implicitly
present in its philosophical texts.

The book aims at interpreting life creation as an ontological project that includes
personal and social dimensions in the constructive and creative intentions.
A.G. Gacheva defines life-creation as the anti-entropic essence of culture (P. 35): this
concept is inextricably linked to aesthetics; however, it means not being sensuous-
for-yourself but rather an aesthetic understanding of the social-cultural reality. The
social-cultural dimension of the era of symbolism is inextricably linked with the
concept of aesthetics of practical life creation [4. P. 262]. The key thesis of aesthetics
of life-creation is that the laws of creating perfect forms of art should be applicable
to the active design of the personal and social reality. Dostoevsky connected existing
things with those that are to be, Fedorov and Solovyov insisted on the need for
projective and transformative creativity with a universal mission — creation of a
spiritual society.

Art is defined through its social-transformative function — what Solovyov
called the first step to a positive aesthetic not as an abstract contemplation of beauty
but its live embodiment which determines ethical norms and scientific paradigms.
Such an embodiment is possible only in society as a space of communications.
Thus, social aesthetics is implicitly present in discourses about life-creation since
its value-semantic aspect appeals to the creation of art values as vital values of
society without which social reality has no meaning.

The concept of social aesthetics not only affects the sensory perception of
social reality but becomes an optics to see personal basic values. The general
methodological principle of social aesthetics is based on the theory of integral
knowledge developed by Solovyov: the good is unthinkable without truth, and the
truth is unthinkable without beauty, which is determined by the organic nature of
the parts and the whole (proportionality). Only a human measure, i.e. a human-
peaceful or human-spiritual society can get closer to the good.

Integral knowledge comes from the ontology of unity, the logic of which is
analyzed by V.I. Moiseev: he divides the threefold understanding of this logic into
analysis of the history of philosophy (spirit of unity), explicit presentation of the
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ontological dyad ‘being—not being’ (depends on the categories used), and multi-
level dimension of the ontology of all-unity. The latter is divided into 9 levels of
‘involution’ — from the logic of the absolute to the level of society and individual.
In the historical and philosophical chronology, the author mentions Losev as the
last philosopher of all-unity who made a ‘dead loop’ (P. 62) — from the last level
of evolution he returned to the first one, i.e., raised the social-anthropological to the
absolute by logically completing the personal as expanded to the social in the
spiritual reality.

Social aesthetics is a synthetic field of knowledge; therefore, it was quite
organic for the Russian philosophical thought at the turn of the century when
worldview systems aimed at synthesis. According to Frank, one of the key Russian
social philosophers of the 20" century. “the most interesting and significant field
that gave rise to the Russian thought of the 19-20 centuries, except for the religious
philosophy, is historical-social philosophy; the greatest and most typical Russian
religious ideas were expressed in the historical and social-philosophical analysis.
That is why in the Russian literature, it is hardly possible to separate religious
philosophy from historical, social and cultural philosophy — they should be
considered together” [1. P. 65]. Thus, Frank emphasizes that synthesis and
integration are essential features of Russian philosophy. Religious philosophy
provides an ontological basis for other areas of philosophy and draws its own
content from them [2].

Certainly, it is impossible to describe the features of Russian social philosophy
in one book; therefore, the authors focused on the Silver Age, especially the ideas
of Solovyov as the most influential thinker of the apoch. The basis of his philosophy
was the concept of complete knowledge — acquisition of truth through the good
expressed in beauty. Thus, aesthetics focusing on beauty as an integral part of
knowledge became a part of the synthetic Russian philosophy of the 19-20
centuries, which allows to study the social dimension of aesthetics, especially the
concepts of life-creation and theurgy that are used in religion, art, cultural studies
and social knowledge and are represented in this integrity in philosophy of
symbolism.

Apocalyptic and utopian projects of symbolists within the anthropological
axiology are considered by B.N. Tarasov. He studies the conflict between culture
of ‘I’ and apocalyptic elements of civilization. The German philosopher V.S. Kissel
uses a similar method in the analysis of civilizational processes in Solovyov’s
Readings on God-Manhood. Here the focus changes from the civilizational level to
the social level and then, according to Solovyov’s concept of integral knowledge,
the social is defined through the prism of the eschatological (the possibility of an
ideal (spiritual) society is dicussed).

According to Frank, apocalyptic, eschatological and utopian ideas in the social
discourses of the Russian philosophy are inseparable and integrate into each other
as parts of the united whole. M.A. Prikhodko analyzes this integration on the
example of social utopia in the works of Solovyov and compares it with the
eschatology of John the Theologian. He believes that Solovyov in his last work
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Three Conversations considers the possibility of the Kingdom of God on earth,
which was quite relevant for the social unrest of the socialist type. Russian
intelligentsia accepted Marxism as a practical guide for creating a utopian society
based on the principles of positivism and humanism. For Solovyov and his
followers this meant, in the religious perspective, approaching the end of history
and the ‘kingdom of antichrist’ and, in the metaphysical perspective, strengthening
the individual as prevailing over the whole. In the future, the situation would change
to the absorption of the individual by the universal and dissolution of the individual
in a general order imposed from outside.

M.V. Pantina compares the political views of Joseph de Maistre and Solovyov
and emphasizes that, following the logic of synthetic metaphysics, in the Russian
thought political and social aspects are strongly connected with theological ones
(spiritual dimension of being). The author’s comparison is important not only for
revealing the social-political and religious reflections of two philosophers, but also
for the appeal to the principles of all-unity even at the level of the state, society and
church. According to Solovyov, the moral basis of the state power is true faith, and
both are impossible without each other — they form a unity. The Western European
interpretation of the basic moral principles of statehood which is presented in the
works of de Mestre appeals to one basis — faith, i.e. people’s trust in each other
and in the authorities, which leads to strengthening of only one basis and cannot be
accepted by Solovyov as a correct political decision.

An interesting way of studying the all-unity in social-political practices is
presented by J. Dobieszewski. In the context of the consolidation issues as
connected with the national question, the Solovyov-Dostoevsky tandem became a
classic one for considering the fate and destiny of the Russian people. The author
criticizes this tandem on the basis of the Slavophil ideology starting from the
famous Pushkin Speech of Dostoevsky which Solovyov appreciated for the national
self-determination part. Even in the Readings on God-Manhood, he opposed social-
political universalism and national egoism — he gave up the ideas of the Slavophils.
Pushkin Speech returns to the mission of the Slavic people, but, unlike
A. Khomyakov, K. Leontiev and N. Danilevsky, Dostoevsky does not glorify this
nation over others but presents it as a part of the all-nation family, however, with a
unique feature — all-inheritance or all-responsiveness: “Solovyov did not admire
the supra-individual Orthodox-conciliar consciousness of the nation, he did not
praise the community. Nevertheless, in the features of the Russian people and in the
history of Russia, he sought arguments for his Slavophil-universalist position and
against its main threat — the Slavophil-nationalist program (P. 260).

In Chapter III, the authors examine the journals’ polemics of the era consisting
of two lines — liberal-democratic (westernistic) and conservative-protective
(slavophilic). V.A. Voropaev and D.P. Ivinsky focus on M.N. Katkov — one of the
most influential public figures of the late 19™ century. The social-political discourse
was changed by the ethnic-cultural discourse in the article of E.A. Volodchenko
who considered Katkov’s ideas through the concepts of E.P. Blavatskaya. The
unexpected kinship of their views is determined by the idea of the special path of
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Russia and Slavs and the political idea of autocracy. Contemporaries saw Katkov’s
goal as ‘to prevent all attempts of progress in the European sense’ (P. 229), and
Blavatskaya agreed with him and emphasized the identity and national isolation of
Russia.

After general theoretical questions of all-unity, the authors of the book
consider the social-philosophical issues of the era of riots and revolutions.
D.D. Romanov studies the nihilistic ideas of N.A. Berdyaev, S.L. Frank,
[.A. Ilyin, P.A. Florensky and K.N. Leontiev): nihilism is presented as an
antithesis to life-creation in social aesthetics. Despite the Creator’s desire to express
the highest values of humanity, the rational European individualism remains outside
the social as alienated from the spiritual unity by the extreme nihilism unable to
overcome the natural inertia. Rationalism, moralism and existential revolt are of the
same kind. The next chapters — ‘Philosophy at the crossroads of the Silver Age’ and
‘Religious-philosophical searches of the 20" century — show the logical
development of nihilistic ideas in the reactionary aspirations of the new religious
consciousness (the social-religious project of symbolists) and theurgic philosophy of
D. Merezhkovsky, N. Berdyaev and V. Ivanov (sociological studies show similar
spiritual searches of the contemporary youth [3]).

E.A. Takho-Godi believes that Solovyov and Losev criticized the positivist
theory of social progress on the basis of the dialectic of relative and absolute myth-
making: “Solovyov’s metaphor turns into a full-fledged symbol of a rationally
dehumanized world, a desolated being” (P. 405). Neoplatonism and sophiology
oppose solipsism and nihilism into which the theory of social progress degenerates.
The study does not assert that progress is impossible or unnecessary but poses a
philosophical question ‘what is progress?’. The author comes to the idea of an
aesthetic object as possible only as opposite and dialectically produced by the
positivist progress. This aesthetic object can be the ‘choral’, spiritual beginning of
society and its consolidation basis opposite to the materialistic atomicity —
metaphysical emptiness of ‘meon’. This individual atomicity obeys the laws of
empiricism within the methodology of natural sciences, but the spiritual dimension
requires a completely different methodology.

According to S.A. Seregina considering the poetry of S.A. Yesenin and
N.A. Klyuyev, for symbolists, the human life-creation is inextricably linked with
theurgy: both symbolists were influenced by Solovyov’s ideas of the artist’s
theurgical ‘mission’ — to transform the reality and realize the ideal of transcendent
timeless beauty in order to recreate the order of life, which again proves the need
for social aesthetics. The author believes that ‘creation of a universal spiritual
organism’ (P. 368) is the foundation of theurgic aesthetics in the social perspective,
and the artist should ‘translate symbols’, i.e. remove the communicative-creative
act from the sphere of pure art to the practical field.

The foreign authors of the book focused on the metamorphosis of traditions in
the Russian thought. The authors from China (Li Yayue), Italy (J. Rimondi),
Germany (M.K. Kshondzer) and France (S.A. Garciano) examined the idea of all-
unity in different methodologies of foreign schools of philosophy, philology and
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sociology. Thus, Rimondi analyzes the metaphysics of love in the works of Losev
in different perspective. In the comparative perspective, the author compares
different views on the human and divine love (metaphysics of gender by Berdyaev,
social-religious system of Frank, gender-centered philosophy of Rozanov,
transcendent sophiology of Solovyov). Losev focused on differentiation on the
spiritual basis, which appeals to Plato, but went further — to Christianity that
defined love through the Trinity; therefore, ontology of the absolute meaning of
love is added to the communicative aspect (eros as the connecting principle). This
definition of love follows Solovyov’s ideas, so the question is ‘where is Losev’s
approach?’. It is found in the description of the possibility which love provides to
epistemology: “What makes knowledge possible is the immersion of the subject in
the object — love is a spiritual united substantiality. The relationship between the
Self and the other that generates knowledge is a form of ‘ontological’ love that
reveals the highest secret of being” (P. 425).

Kshondzer adds some Georgian philosophy to the book — analysis of Grigol
Robakidze’s perception of V. Rozanov (theory of Self) and A. Bely (combination of
philosophy and artistic literature) ideas. Robakidze divides all thinkers into two
categories according to their attitude to ‘things, time, and chaos’ (P. 456): the first
admire life, try to understand its challenges, create systems of worldviews and artistic
language based on sympathy; the second admire disintegration, try to decompose and
analyze things, time and chaos to overcome them and get out of their power. Bely
represents the second type for he wants to destroy the existing order and norms of
culture, to bring the language of philosophy to the level of creating new concepts and
to semantically reorganize these concepts to create a new world.

Garziano studies philosophy of memory (emigration) in its creative-
constructive aspect. On the example of emigrants of the Silver Age (I.A. Bunin,
L.I. Shestov, N.A. Berdyaev, V.V. Nabokov), he identifies the autobiographical
method of self-identification under abrupt changes in social roles: “The historical
course destroyed by the Russian Revolution, created independent memory blocks
for the creative work. The paradox of the literary memory is that it is to preserve
the continuity of time and at the same time to ensure its break (P. 497). The gap in
the anthropological unity of ‘body-feelings-rationality’ can be overcome by
remembering and recording the results of these practices in the philosophical and
literary texts. The author believes in the possibility of gaining identity through
autobiographical practices: “The heterogeneity of memory consistently leads to the
semantic unity of poetic-autobiographical discourse, and its multi-valued potential
serves to maintain a halo of all possible semantic glimpses around the only possible
meaning” (P. 498). Thus, the text helps the person to feel the wholeness of his being.

L.I. Evlampiev and I.Yu. Matveeva study the memory issue in the philosophy
of memory of Tolstoy. The authors conclude that late Tolstoy’s ideas correspond to
the ideas of A. Bergson. Here memory is also an aesthetic category for it allows the
person to implement life-creating strategies.

In general, the Editorial Board of the series develops the contemporary
research strategies by addressing interdisciplinarity and, thus, methodologically
helps to master the categories (theurgy, life-creation and so on) of new social-
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philosophical discussions that focus on social aesthetics in both academic-research
and social-practical perspectives.

The editors will consider articles strictly complying with the following standards:

1. The size of the manuscript — from 30 to 50 thousand symbols for articles;
from 12 to 20 thousand symbols for reviews. References are to be given in the text
in square brackets, inside of which the first figure indicates the number of the source
in the references list, the second one, following the capital letter “P”, indicates
the page number in the source (for example, [1. P. 126]; references to several
sources — [1. P. 126; 4. P. 43]). References to footnotes are to be given in round
brackets, for example, (1).

2. All the tables, diagrams, graphs, and drawings are to be incorporated in the text
of the article. They are to be numbered and supplied with a title. Tables are to be
given a title placed above the table, drawings are to have captions. When several
tables and/or drawings are used in the article, their numeration is obligatory.

3. Formulas are to be marked out, explained and provided with references.

The manuscript must include a list of references submitted in accordance with
the Vancouver style of the AMA version. Requirements to ‘References’ can be
found on the journal’s website: http://journals.rudn.ru/index.php/index/pages/view/
References_guidelines.

5. Itis obligatory to attach the following to the manuscript:

¢ abstract (summary) of 250—300 words in Russian and English;

¢ alist of 7—8 key terms in Russian and English; each key term or word-combina-
tion is to be separated from another one with a semicolon;

¢ information about the author in Russian and English, including: the author’s
full name, the official name of the place of employment, position, scientific
degree, as well as the author’s contact data — mailing address, telephone
number (office, mobile), electronic address; the number of co-authors cannot
be more than four.

The decision as to publication is made no less than within six months from the
day the manuscript is registered at the editorial office. Materials which are not ac-
cepted for publication will not be returned. The editors will not enter into correspond-
ence with the authors in case of refusal to publish the articles submitted by them.
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The authors will bear full responsibility for the selection and authenticity of the
given facts, quotations, statistical and sociological data, proper names, geographical names
and other information.

The published materials may not reflect the viewpoint of the editorial board and
the editors.

The author, submitting a manuscript to the editors, undertakes not to have it pub-
lished, either in full or partially, in any other publication without the editors’ consent.
