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ENGLISH SUMMARY OF DOCTORAL DISSERTATION

Research problem and relevance. The political tends to be commonly subs-
tituted for politics in a daily mind-set, i.e. for that which maintains social order and
discipline by means of a number of managerial technologies. The notion of the po-
litical is often confused with a notion of the sociality by investing that phenomenon
with features that are historically uncharacteristic to it. A single social paradigm
had existed prior to the emergence of the political: according to it, human beings
were never deemed to be equal. The political does not exist in the world where
the solution of problems is still possible in traditional ways. In the ancient world
the political came into being as a unique way to solve social problems that were
otherwise irresolvable. In order to comprehend the crux of the problem, one needs
to understand an essential principle of the political in Antiquity based on which
people were divided into two unequal contingents — the citizens and all the rest.
Thus, a principle of the supremacy of citizenship prevailed over that of Aumanity'.
The entire book Politics by Aristotle is devoted to the interpretation of this concept
(Aristotle, Politics 1252a-1260b).

It is a paradox, but it was exactly the political in ancient Greece based on the
principles of human selection and fitness that allowed that nation to achieve specta-
cular successes in all walks of life. Here the principle of the exclusivity of the best
reigned supreme which required not to be content with the actually available but to
aim to achieve that humans make every conscious effort to refine the best qualities
of the inner spirit®. This attitude, aptly portraying the essence of the political in an-
cient Greece, is expressed by Hesiod in his aphorism — the half is greater than the
whole (Hesiod, Works and Days 40). Modern Western societies upheld a totally
different paradigm that historically has its origins in Stoicism taking shape in the
third century BC, which suggested that political exclusion of people was neither just
nor legitimate. When comparing Antiquity with modern times, a historical sequ-
ence, political and social, is evident. Thomas Kuhn has noted that two opposing
paradigms cannot coexist simultaneously at the same locality®. In the historiography
of Antiquity, the studies corroborating affinity, if not identity, of the Greek past to
the lived present have been deemed an almost incontestable research standard. With
tongue in cheek, Ricardo Duchesne labelled such attitude towards the bright past as

“a sanitized version of the Greek legacy’™. With an ingrained attitude that the pur-
pose of the past is to serve the present, a problem of the authentication of a tradition
had arisen. This thesis upholds an idea that the past must be contemplated as a to-
tally self-sustained phenomenon, irrespective of our expectations. History is here to
aid a human being, when interpreting the past, to promote his or her self-perception
who he or she is and to project opportunities for the realisation of objectives and
interests pertaining to himself/herself and his/her immediate environment. One of
the key stereotypes of modern times is related exactly to the idea of political. Mar-
cel Detienne wrote: “[it is commonly] believed that “political domain’ or ‘politics’,
to politikon, fell from the heavens one fine day, in Pericles’ Athens, landing in the
miraculous and authenticated form of Democracy’. When validating human rights
and social progress, an elementary fact is often overlooked that no such concept
existed in Antiquity. Hence a dangerous temptation might arise to take these politi-
cal achievements for granted, as self-evident and eternal, ignoring historical context
of their prototypes. When comparing the political project created by the Greeks with
political practice of Western civilization, Paul Veyne wrote: “Bourgeois liberalism
organises cruise ships in which each passenger must take care of himself as best as
he can, as the crew is only there to provide common goods and services. The Greek
city, in contrast, was a ship where the passengers made up the crew’. In this respect
a Greek man cannot be considered unequivocally as a precursor of modern man.
The point is that in ancient Greece a free man was not considered to be a man who
thought he possessed certain “inalienable rights’ but a citizen participating in the
decision-making process’.

When political domain in the West started to be identified with a total set
of procedures governing every aspect of life, a gap between such moderni-
zing paradigm and the concept of Ancient political and an increasing confusion
in terms was becoming incrementally manifest. Oswyn Murray, comparing
different approaches of Western historiographies towards the phenomenon of
Greek political, ironically noted that “To the Germans the polis can only be
described in a handbook of constitutional law; the French polis is a form of
Holy Communion; the English polis is a historical accident; while the Ameri-
can polis combines the practices of a Mafia convention with the principles of

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justice and individual freedom™®. After the First World War the political (Ger-
man das Politische) as a historical, legal and political phenomenon was studied
by a German historian and jurist Carl Schmitt’. He made a vital turn from an
empirical-positivist conception of politics'® to the concept of the political"
possessing religious assumptions and a theological foundation. For him, the
political was a concept explaining historical premises of political processes,
while politics refers to the description of the rules of communal life of people
in society. Schmitt restored fundamental unity of politics and religion which
existed in Antiquity. The key to understanding Schmitt’s notion of the political
was the idea of decisionism stating that “sovereign is he who decides on the
exception”'?. Interestingly, Marcel Detienne described the use of an analogous
term in the Greek language. It referred to the concept of dokein describing a
possibility to make [political] decision'. The approach promoted by Schmitt
triggered the attempts of Hannah Arendt, Sheldon Wolin, Leo Strauss and Jo-
achim Ritter to revitalise the Classical idea of the political'*. From the 1990s
onwards, the phenomenon of the political has evolved into a serious subject for
studies in history, politics and law, the coverage of which rapidly expanded to
include the issues of the history of political ideas'.

For the purpose of the fact selection, the analysis of study material and for
the highlighting of an unified assessment framework, the thesis will adhere to
the following definition of the political: The political is a social state when a
human community, dominant in its inhabited area, strictly dissociates itself
from any other social units, making self-reliant decisions on the issues of its
survival and well-being. By the same token, the dissertation aims to demons-
trate that the political is not merely a function of social, but a special confi-
guration of a proactive part of society which comes forward during critical
junctures in history. The thesis sets as an objective not to explain theoretical
specificity of the political, which has been dealt with in a rather comprehensive
way, but historical origin and background of this phenomenon by splitting the
study object into the aspects of its historical genesis and its historical develo-
pment, at the same time relating this process to the history of Greek religion
and the evolution of political theology. The thesis aims at the insight and des-
cription of social structure that was fit to generate elements of the political, to
illuminate theological and cultural factors that triggered political metamorpho-
sis and to trace the key phases of the genesis of the political.

Novelty of the research within the context of the research in this thesis pre-
supposes the study of the political genesis and the historical factors that gave rise to
itis done in the aspect of the age group struggle in Greek society which has not been
previously addressed, therewith evaluating the political as a compromise formula
aimed at the maintenance of the binary structure of a Greek polis'®. This phenome-
non is examined in the thesis with two main focuses:

1. the research of the history of the political in ancient Greece is con-
ducted through an analysis of the problem of the power relationship
between traditional aristocracy (authority) and the youth military
structures, an issue that has been scarcely addressed before.

2. the solutions of political theology are applied which provide a facility to re-
appraise the origins, genesis and the mechanism of historical development
of the political through a prism of religious mentality.

Research object — the genesis and historical development of the Greek
political.

This involves the age group equilibrium mechanism, which had evolved and was
tested for the first time in history in Sparta in the late 9" century BC, that allowed
for the harmonisation of the interests in public space of the long-standing aristocracy
and the military structures of young males and provided for the conditions to shape
a brand new political body (Greek homoioi, aristoi).



Research aim — relying on an integrated analysis of research and historical
sources, to study the genesis and historical development of the political in an-
cient Greece with a reconstruction of the structure and dynamics of its driving
forces.

Research objectives:

- to study religious and cultural premises for the political genesis;

- to reveal the genesis of the political structures through an age group

conflict;

- to analyse the interaction between the principles of order and forms of
government in ancient Greek society through the relationship between
power and authority in the history of the political;

- to show the genesis of the ideas that rejected the political in Greek
culture through an analysis of the political crisis.

Research space. The range of the problems of the research in terms of the
historical scope encompasses a small area in the southern Balkans. The prehis-
tory of the research problem unfolded in the historic region of Troy and Argolis
where the main hub of Greek statehood was centred at the end of the Bronze
Age. As far as the space of the genesis of an idea of the political, it included
Laconia and Messenia, southern one-third part of the Peloponnese peninsula.
Speaking of the historical development of the forms of the political, the field of
the research shifts a short distance to the north and is concentrated on Attica. As
regards the crisis of the political, the space of the research relocates towards the
periphery of the Greek world and encompasses Magna Graecia and Thessaly in
the eastern part of northern Greece.

Chronological framework of the research. The time framework of the rese-
arch embraces two key periods, with a prehistoric stage of the process under study
further distinguished. The prehistory of the phenomenon takes place in the thirte-
enth century BC, while the key issues of the research are connected with the Trojan
War. The context in which the political originates is related to the Greek Early Iron
Age also referred to as the Greek Dark Age. Its time framework spans the 12 and
9" centuries BC. At the turn of the ninth and eighth centuries BC, a historic turning
point occurs linked to the so-called Axial Age, which can be seen as the beginning
of a Greek political revolution. In a sense, the Axial Age is an intense and, in spiritu-
al terms, more concentrated segment of the Iron Age when the Greek political emer-
ges, develops and undergoes essential transformations. A period between the 8" and
4" centuries BC can be considered the age of historical development of the political.

Research methodology. As far as the research priorities are concerned, the
thesis focuses on those areas of political, social and cultural history which in
some countries and at various periods have been referred to as the history of



ideas (Arthur Lovejoy), intellectual history (Quentin Skinner) or conceptual
history (Begriffsgeschichte — Reinhart Koselleck). For the study of the issues of
historical development of the political the thesis relies on a history of political
ideas. The history of political ideas can be defined as a branch of historical
science dealing with the processes of the emergence, development and trans-
formation of ideas in the history of mankind. Lovejoy formulated his key met-
hodological approaches in his classic work The Great Chain of Being and in a
special article!”. He understood the vision of the history of ideas elaborated by
him as an interdisciplinary concept which had to encompass elements of histo-
ry, anthropology, law, religion, philosophy and philology. Lovejoy emphasised
that the same terms as used in different epochs are often perceived in a different
way. “Experience is temporal” and the terms used today do not refer to the same
historic meanings that were in currency at the time of their emergence'®. In his-
torical research, Lovejoy placed priority on a proper understanding of a univer-
sal horizon of the history of ideas. In terms of methodology, in the study of the
history of ideas great emphasis is placed not only on a proper understanding of
a text that formulates key meanings of an era under study but also of a historical
world which indirectly explains the historical context of an idea. In terms of
method, Lovejoy proposed to split ideas into the smallest conceptual compo-
nents, the so-called unit-ideas, which he considered to be universal driving for-
ces in history'. According to Lovejoy, elementary ideas, as such, do not change
although they can recombine in new patterns and gain expression in new forms.
An example of such interaction can be given. Suppose we know that the ideas
of sacred and monarchy were essential in a certain historical period; it is highly
probable that an idea of a sacred monarchy may arise under certain conditions
as a result of their interaction or interplay. Thus, in the history of ideas a great
importance is attached not only to an idea, which emerged at a particular period
of time, but also to their further genealogy resulting from the interaction of
various concepts. It was Skinner who further elaborated on Lovejoy’s history
of ideas modifying a number of his theoretical assumptions. Skinner claimed
that “there are no timeless truths and concepts in history, only differences and

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polysemy”?. According to Skinner, not a general history of an idea should be
studied but the history of the use of terms?'. He expressed some doubts about
the very scheme of the history of ideas, and to replace it he offered intellectu-
al history conceived by him. Intellectual history must demonstrate a potential
pattern of the meanings of a concept by correctly rejecting any manipulation of
the development of a word itself. Even the most accurate reading of a text does
not imply its proper understanding®. A text itself, equally as the ideas contai-
ned therein, might be a part of polemics that took place at a certain period of
time, while people, by appealing to the past in their actions, did not pursue an
objective to reproduce a true vision of the past but merely sought to gain addi-
tional polemical arguments?. By dismissing subsequent overlapping meanings,
it becomes possible to trace authentic meanings of the events and words. In this
respect, an historian is likened as acting as “a kind of archaeologist”, bringing
“buried intellectual treasure back to the surface”*. Skinner’s historical studies
emphasising leaps in the development are reminiscent of the method of gene-
alogy proposed by Friedrich Nietzsche® and elaborated by Michel Foucault®.
The concepts that we use are a product originating from a variety of ideologies
invariably giving totally different perspectives on the same problems. It was this
perspectivism that distinguished Skinner from the cohort of classical historians.
Relying on the assertion by Nietzsche that “only that which has no history is
definable””, Skinner thought that we need to treat our normative concepts less
as statements about the world than as tools and weapons of ideological debate.

German historiography has developed a more integral project of the history
of concepts, the founder and leading representative of which was a German
historian Koselleck. The school of conceptual history established by him stated

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its vision of history in the work Basic Concepts in History*. The directions
of historical inquiry by Koselleck are made easier to grasp by relating it to
methodological, thematic, stylistic and even political influence of Schmitt®.
It was Schmitt from whom Koselleck learnt to critically judge historicism and
that the past must be interpreted and decoded in terms of their contemporary
conceptual boundaries. Conceptual history is a programme of historical stu-
dies that regards classical texts and their complementary sources as primary
sources for the research dealing with the change in the meaning of terms from
their origins to the present time. According to Koselleck, the history of con-
cepts is a part of social history*®. The concepts differ from words used on the
vernacular level in that that they are conceptually enriched and used to signify
not so much concrete phenomena, but to express visions of our own present
or future expectations. For the history of concepts of paramount importan-
ce is the genealogy of meaning, i.e. transformation in the concept occurring
in historical space and time leading towards our present time. It requires an
explication of true motives behind words and actions and an interpretation of
history taking into account changes in the meaning of concepts in the present
of the past. Then, the linguistic domains of their usage are defined. Thereafter,
clarification is made of who initiates the emergence of a concept and why. Fi-
nally, the manner of interaction between concepts is determined®'. The issues
raised by conceptual history are very close to those dealt with by the histo-
ry of ideas, only instead of elementary ideas basic, or fundamental, concepts
(Grundbegriffe) are tackled. In the first place, inquiry is made into the origin
of original concepts. As a typical example of the modelling through the use of
the history of concepts, Koselleck referred to the history of the development
of the concept of ancient Greek democracy: democracy originally was one
of the possible forms of government; however, by becoming an anticipatory
concept (Erwartungsbegriff) it gains ultimately a new semantics and morphs
into a “generic concept”, or a meta-concept (Oberbegriff), that, alongside with
a newly acquired social status, “now renders all other constitution types, as

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forms of government, illegal”, and superseding the usage of the very concept
of politeia®.

In the history of ideas, the concept of political theology is considered
to be an important methodological approach. Reinhard Mehring designated
Schmitt’s political theology as the history of concepts®. Kinga Marulewska
claims that it is a very significant methodology for a new field in the history of
ideas*. The methodology used in the thesis, deriving from political theology,
proposes that political processes genetically originate from a symbolic reli-
gious coexistence practice. By choosing political theology as a methodological
approach used in this research, a special optics is obtained that enables to gain
insight into the paradigms of thinking and action, into cultural themes defined
by them, and the directions of themes and the rhythm of the directions. This
term, which had been introduced already by Greek Stoics Panaetius and Posei-
donius, was revalidated by Schmitt, who linked it organically to the concept
of the political. In the research of the political, this phenomenon cannot be
dissociated from religion. In order for people to maintain human relationships,
a peaceful social cohesion based on adherence to a set of common beliefs,
participation in common cultural activities and maintenance of mutually bin-
ding legal and economic relations must exist. Eric Voegelin, estimating the
opportunities by political forces to legitimise a new order, makes the following
statement: “The life of people in political community cannot be defined as a
profane realm, in which we are concerned only with legal questions and the
organizations or power. A community is also a realm of religious order, and
the knowledge of a political condition will be incomplete <...>, if it does not
take into account the religious forces inherent in a society and the symbols
through which these are expressed. <...> Humans live in political society with
all traits of their being, from the physical to the spiritual and religious traits.”*
The Greek polis was characterised precisely by the fact that it were not human
components that determined the entity but the entity defined the behaviour
of individual elements of the system. The political is a purely human mode
of acting together. It is not inherited from nature, its maintenance, therefore,

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requires a special regime. Religion in the structure of the political is inherent
to social authority. In this sense, we can agree with the conclusion of Schmitt
that all significant concepts of the modern theory of the state are secularized
theological concepts®. Political theology is not just at the level of all speaking
the same religious language, or all operating within a common framework of
symbolism or ritual. The deeper level is constituted by a body of shared expe-
rience, underlying and coming to expression in the symbolism and ritual, and
partly it is constituted by a general consensus as to what is to be admired and
what condemned?”.

Jan Assmann, by critically reinterpreting Schmitt’s political theology as-
sumptions in the studies of ancient history, made essential amendments to it.
Countering the statement of Schmitt that all fruitful political ideas are based
on theological assumptions, he contended that the history operates the other
way round: it is “theological issues that derive from political concepts” while
“religion originates from the spirit of the political”*®. Jan Assmann clarified
his conception. He deems that the theologisation of the political signifies the
beginning of the Iron Age, while the secularisation of theology respectively
marks the spirit of the Modern Age*. Political theology historically belongs to
the legacy of the ancient world. The concept of political theology coined as
early as in the second century BC traces its historical origins to the religious
vocabulary of the Stoics where theology was divided into three separate bran-
ches: mythical, natural and political. Augustine adopted this tripartite classifi-
cation of different types of theology from Varro (The City of God 6.12). Based
on political thought of the Greek Stoic Panaetius and Theologia tripertita for-
mulated by the Roman Stoic Marcus Terentius Varro®, it can be suggested that
the so-called theologia politike was political art for the Greeks facilitating to
build a peaceful civic cohabitation*'. Oriental societies were deeply convinced
that their cities had been founded by gods*. In Greece, a moment of crucial
historical breakthrough was marked by the fact that authority had been trans-
ferred from the previous bureaucracy — scribes, priests and kings — to a new

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political dimension. It was a turning point concurrent with the second order
reflection®. Albert Henrichs claimed that theology for the Greeks was an idea
about the nature of the world order clad in religious form*. Friedrich Solmsen
has noted that the history of gods in ancient Greece was nothing more than a
symbol of the history of mankind®. Founders of the Greek city-states “tech-
nically began to shape deities in a deliberate attempt according to their needs
using for that purpose Olympians without their knowledge and consent™®. In
the Odyssey, Homer put into the mouth of Zeus a wholly new idea that humans
themselves are fully responsible for their fate (The Odyssey 1.34). Hesiod
thought (The Works and Days 197-200) that the Earth was forsaken by the
Gods in the Iron Age leaving humans to their own devices. Francois de Polig-
nac noted that Olympian theology directly legitimized the emergence of Greek
political communities. “One aspect of increasing solidarity was a stronger
cohesion among those who bore arms. <..> Religion was the only agent to
affect the entire social body. <...> it signalled the emergence of a society that
seemed to acquire self-awareness as it retook possession of the past by endo-
wing it with a sacred character*’*. It connected the political myth with a Greek
political body in the making. The community of cult was a prerequisite for the
right of residence and participation in political life. Plutarch said that in your
travels you can come upon cities without walls, writing, king, houses or pro-
perty, doing without currency, having no notion of a theatre or gymnasium; but
a city without holy places and gods, without any observance of prayers, oaths,
oracles, sacrifices for blessings received or rites to avert evils, no traveller has
ever seen or will ever see (Plutarch, Moralia 1125¢). William McNeill noted
that not all of Greek religion fitted into the polis framework. The splendid
public festivals did not supersede family rites, especially among the wellborn;
and there was a private, personal side to the mysteries — the promise of salva-
tion and life beyond the grave — which never fitted smoothly into the public
religion of the state. The polis successfully resolved the crying discrepancies
of the Greek religious scene by uniting the Olympians with the mysteries, not
through intellectual synthesis, but through ceremonial invention. For instance,

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the Panathenaic procession started from the sacred precinct at Eleusis (myste-
ry) and ended on the Acropolis (political religion)*.

The structure of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of the intro-
duction, the research and analysis chapters and the list of sources and referen-
ces used in the text of the thesis. The main body of the dissertation is divided
into three chapters and eleven subchapters containing the historical genesis
and the development of ancient Greek political.

Chapter 1 covers the historical genesis of the political in ancient Greece,
including an analysis of the crisis of power and authority of the aristocracy, a
study of historical specifics of the heroes’ age group and the role of paramili-
tary youth organisations.

Chapter 2 of the dissertation deals with the historical development of the
political in ancient Greece providing an analysis of the interaction between the
principles of order and forms of government through the relationship of power
and authority in ancient Greek society.

Chapter 3 of the dissertation outlines the genesis of non-political ideas in
ancient Greek society through an analysis of the crisis of the political.

Research methods. Historical research necessarily involves selecting re-
levant facts as determined by theo-political approach applied in the thesis. The
thesis makes use of general research methods involving the work with his-
torical data (analysis, induction, deduction, analogy, and generalisation). In
addition, special historical research methods have been used, the genealogical
method being the most important one. It is assumed in the thesis that as a result
of turning points in history and historiographical gaps in the source tradition
the genealogical method is seen as the most appropriate for the analysis of the
idea of the political in terms of methodology. Genealogy can be defined as a
method for the research of historical processes facilitating a study of conflict
of interests between various groups. A genealogical approach was proposed by
Nietzsche as an alternative to historicism which explores the past based on the
present®. Foucault claims that the task of genealogy is to isolate the different
scenes where historical actors were engaged in different roles®. He thinks that,
in the studies of any historical epoch, the examination of the power domination
is not sufficient because it is commonly only the power of victorious®'. In the

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past of Greece, however, there existed multitudinous possibilities of the de-
velopment, a number of powers were engaged in reciprocal struggle and only
one has come down to us by translating its possibility into historical reality.
What was effective within a single historical time span will not necessarily
repeat itself in a new time span. It is therefore an analytical tool indispensable,
the one that provides a method for a more comprehensive understanding of
the Greek Antiquity, making visible the development trajectories that ended
up on the margins of history. An attempt is made in the thesis to disclose the
interaction between competing powers, which constitutes a distinctive nature
of ancient Greece history. When we trace the genealogy of a concept, we unco-
ver the different ways in which it may have been used in earlier times™. With
the application of the genealogical method, the ancient written sources related
to the thesis subject have been reread and analysed. Furthermore, the Greek
mythopoetic tradition is examined and interpretations of the archaeological
record are drawn upon.

Concepts. The concepts, which were elaborated in the theories of two authors,
Carl Schmitt and Eric Voegelin, have been chosen as the key reference points in
the thesis. The key terms used in the thesis are borrowed from Schmitt: political
theology™ (politische Theologie), the political>* (das Politische) and the Nomos
of the Earth® (Nomos der Erde). The concept of the order of history* (Ordnung
der Geschichte) has been borrowed from Voegelin’s theory. The concept of the
political is introduced at the beginning of the introduction, and political theolo-
gy is explicated when speaking of the methodology used in the thesis. Another
three concepts used in the thesis require additional discussion. An assumption is
made in the thesis that the genesis and historical development of the political in
ancient Greece eludes comprehension and description without three fundamental
concepts: authority, power and order. It is demonstrated further that whenever a
theo-political symbol referring to any of these concepts enters a field of criticism
at a certain historical period it might signify an indication of an incipient crisis
of the political. Another fundamental concept is used within the scope of the
thesis research, which defines not so much the conditions for the existence of the
political but the causes of its emergence and characterizes the premises for its
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historical validation, namely the nomos. The discussion of the relation between
power and authority is of paramount importance in the studies of the political.
Historical relationship between the two concepts is analysed in the thesis as a
fundamental premise for the genesis of the political, taking into consideration re-
ligious, political and juridical components of that process. Unlike in the ancient
Oriental monarchies where both authority and power found their expression in a
sacral ruler’’, in Greece those phenomena had diverged from the very beginnings
of the Dark Age: the ancestral aristocracy, professing traditional religion, preten-
ded to authority, while the youth, conscripted into military service, signified the
power of Greek society. The polis may be looked into as a binary society where
the nobility relied on the knowledge and the armed youth on the power, while the
influence of both was fairly autonomous. The authority of the nobility in ancient
Greece provided for a common order ordinate system that enabled its agents to
decide on what constituted legitimacy and what did not. Historical development
of the political in the Greek world could not be reduced to the agency of power
structures alone. In order for power to function successfully, it had to be legiti-
mate. Schmitt has noted that “no political system can survive even a generation
with only naked techniques of holding power. To the political belongs the idea,
because there is no politics without authority and no authority without an ethos
of belief”®, In the Greek polis, power could assume features of legitimate order
only being integrated within a system of ordinates of some type of authority. By
appealing to the principal of order, authority legitimated power by translating
forced obedience of the subjects into the consent of the citizens.

The Peloponnesian War in ancient Greece released power from the custo-
dy of authority. In his analysis of The History of the Peloponnesian War by
Thucydides, Algis Mickiinas pointed out a specific feature of power that, once
it gets away from the control of authority, it starts to ignore everything around
by indiscriminately drawing into its furnace the strength, skills, time, property,
imagination of all the surrounding people and, eventually, their lives®. That
was exactly the biggest threat to democracy itself.

Order can be defined as a historically developed system of beliefs, customs
and rules comprising a constantly changing balance between authority and power.
The principle of order is the demand to accommodate the development of histori-
cal processes. According to Peter Berger “religion has been the historically most

institutional order by imparting the normative dimension to its practical imperati-
ves. As far as political communities go, the concept of the principle of order was
coined by anthropologist Alfred Kroeber®!, who introduced the term into scientific
parlance even before the classical works of Voegelin. Below the surface of all politi-
cal phenomena there is an all-pervading principle of order. People are bound by and
committed to act according to their customs by the principle of justice. Speaking of
the phenomenon of order, Voegelin distinguished between the ideas of cosmic order
peculiar to Oriental societies and Aistorical order brought about by the Greeks. “In
ancient Eastern civilizations, it was believed that the existing order originates from
the being supporting the cosmos <...>. They were intertwined so closely that, des-
pite the existence of a separate sovereignty and cosmos, both existed as component
parts of an all-embracing order. <..> The cosmos and the sovereignty constituted
substantive unity”®%. The transition from natural order to historical order is expres-
sed by Voegelin in a succinct conceptual dyad — compactness (Kompaktheif) and
differentiation (Differenziertheit). “The one is the symbolization of society and its
order as an analogue of the cosmos and its order; the other is the symbolization of
social order by analogy with the order of a human existence that is well attuned
to being.”®® By formulating his methodological principle that “the order of history
emerges from the history of order”, Voegelin has shown how the structures of po-
wer become integrated into a system of authority ordinates in the historical process.
Using the conceptual apparatus developed by Voegelin®, an attempt is made in the
thesis to reconstruct the model of the political in ancient Greece.

Relying on this approach, the thesis follows the assumptions proposed by the
outstanding scholars engaged in the studies of Antiquity, Victor Ehrenberg® and
Jean-Pierre Vernant®, to the effect that each separate epoch of Greek history had a
particular prevalent form of government (the sphere of power) that essentially com-
plied with the key principle of order (justice) of that particular epoch (the sphere of
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authority), which, at least prior to the sixth century BC, had been represented by
mythical symbols responsible for law and order.

One of the key concepts to signify the origins of political order is nomos.
The concept of the theme of humanity elaborated by José Ortega y Gasset® and
the term paradigm shift proposed by Thomas Kuhn® are related to the concept
of the nomos of the earth coined by Schmitt. The concept of nomos refers to
the measure by which the land in a particular order is divided and situated in a
newly acquired and inhabited space. This signified the succession of land appro-
priation, distribution, and production.”. Schmitt denoted this historical process
of spatial ordering using the terms localisation (German Ortung) and order
or ordering (German Ordnung) by man on the land under his control”. Zeus
symbolically established the Olympian nomos immediately after victory of the
Olympian gods in the Titanomachy. A cosmic division of power had taken place.
Zeus was given domain over the sky and the air, Poseidon was given the sea and
all the waters, whereas Hades was given the Underworld, the realm of the dead;
but the key point of the new act was that “the earth was left common to all” (Ho-
mer, The lliad 15.187-194; Hesiod, Theogony 453—462). 1t is this theo-political
act that can be seen as a fundamental event in Greek history where the issue is a
creation of the space of social activities on earth. In ancient Greece, the roots of
despotism were undercut but not abuse of power. Let’s not forget the words of
Aeschylus that “everyone is harsh whose power is new” (Aeschylus, Prometheus
Bound 40), but it should be acknowledged that the power gained by Zeus was
nonetheless different from that of oriental monarchies. The reign of Zeus was
based on the authority of deities personifying the principles of order.

According to Aristotle, the primary usage of the concept of nomos was not
to denote rules and statutes, but to establish the relation between order and
place (Aristotle, Politics 1290a—1292b). Lycurgus, by a single constitutional
act, enshrined nomos and founded the Spartan city-state. Subsequently, the
Athenians Solon and Cleisthenes™ took the same path through the combina-
tion of land distribution and political rights. With the onset of the crisis of the
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political, the conception of the Greek nomos started to mutate. Its link with
the enforcement of political order on the earth was rapidly disappearing. No-
mos instead came to be used synonymously to the concept of an ordinance of
the people (Greek psephisma)”. The loss of earthly roots of nomos occurred
simultaneously with the loss of the supremacy of power over authority. In this
sense, Hellenism can be regarded a symbolic victory of the titans over the
political Olympus.

Sources. Ancient historiography came into being and developed as a lite-
rary genre, which was akin to rhetoric in terms of the formation of images and
moral and political education. The Greeks were the first to write not only for the
purpose of depicting the course of events but also to give individual meaning to
them. The major part of the legacy of Greece is considered to have been lost. H.
Strasburger estimated that only one-fortieth of all the historical work produced
in classical antiquity survives in modern times in the form of complete works
and fragments™. In the thesis, the use is made of translated sources accessible to
the author in his native language, English, German and Russian. The translation
versions in several languages are frequently compared in order to track down, to
the extent possible, the meaning which, in the author’s view, fits best the context
of the thesis subject. As far as practicable, explanatory or etymological dictio-
naries of Greek terms and concepts are used. The works of ancient authors and
their fragments can be broken down into the following five groups of sources.

1) Mythopoetic tradition. In the Homeric epics, several different epochs

are intertwined. He presents rudiments of a new political theology of
ancient Greeks, explicating in religious terms the new nomos of earth
sustained by the authority of the Olympian gods, clarifying the re-
lationship between divine authority and power, and the principles of
responsibility henceforth requisite to man. Hesiod, Homer’s younger
contemporary, brings political theology into a new, more consistent,
level and, relying on the Olympian authority, condemns the use of
unbridled power in human relations (Hesiod, The Works and Days
238-285). In this sense, Hesiod made the first move towards shaping
the idea of justice, without which the political was scarcely possible.

2) History. Herodotus, seeking to disclose the causes of real historical

events, pursued conventional religious beliefs and attributed political
events to divine will. The History of the Peloponnesian War by Thucy-

dides might be considered the first political history and the first work of
scientific history. Thucydides depicts the accelerated development of the
political in ancient Greece (chiefly in Athens) in the context of global
conflict. Speaking of the political, he underscored the sense of foresight
and moderation in outstanding individuals (Thucydides 1.138) and, fo-
cusing on the disclosure of the phenomenon of power in his landmark
account of the history of the political (Greek archaiologia), he neverthe-
less treated the lust for power as the cause of political evil (Thucydides
3.82). Xenophon was a prolific writer who concerned himself in a vast
variety of themes of Greek life. He was hardly equal to Thucydides in
terms of judgment and profundity of thought. In his narratives of events,
he often linked them with divine signs, although it was not the political
religion of Herodotus any more but deisidaimonia, a harbinger of the ad-
vancing Hellenism. For all that, Xenophon tended to pay more attention
to the elements of religious morals of historical figures (Xenophon, The
Education of Cyrus 8.8.7; History 2.3.53; The Anabasis 2.5.20).
Mythography. The Bibliotheca of the mythographer and philologist
Apollodorus of Athens, dated to the second century BC, as a com-
pendium of mythopoetic legends and heroic myths, is one of the most
valuable data sources of encyclopaedic nature for the studies of the
early ancient Greek (mytho)history. Mythologemes preserved in the
text of the Argonautica by Apollonius of Rhodes, a third century BC
Greek poet and mythographer, facilitate the reconstruction of an early
stage in the development of theo-political images. The section of the
History of Sicily (14.40-78) by Diodorus Siculus, a first century BC
historian and mythographer of Magna Graecia, dedicated to the reign
of Dionysius in Syracuse (409-367 BC), is of paramount importance
for the studies of the crisis of the political in ancient Greece. A detailed
description of the travels in Greece by Pausanias, a geographer of the
second century AD, including impressive mythological, historical and
anthropological data, often helps reconstruct the missing links in his-
torical narratives. The travel descriptions of a Greek historian and ge-
ographer Strabo, who lived in the first century BC, provide compara-
tive characteristics of different regions, and the political of the Greeks
is juxtaposed with the specifics of mentality in Oriental countries.
(Political) philosophy. The Statesman, the Laws, Critias, Protagoras
and Gorgias dialogues written by Plato, a fourth century BC political
thinker, have bequeathed a plethora of systematic knowledge on the his-
torical development of the Greek political, which is used in the thesis.
The Constitution of the Athenians, Politics, Rhetoric and the Nicoma-
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chean Ethics of a fourth century BC political philosopher Aristotle con-
tain the fragments of political history of Greek city-states, the problems
of historical genesis of the political and the concept of historical devel-
opment of forms of political governance, the facts and generalisations of
which are widely used in the thesis text.

5) (Political) poetry. The fragments from the works of a seventh century
BC poet Tyrtacus provide very early evidence of the political system
of Sparta. The extant fragments by Solon, a political reformer, poet,
and the most famous of the so-called seven sages, refer to the political
consciousness in Athens, the development of the city-state organisa-
tion and the timocratic reforms.

6) Drama. Aeschylus (525456 BC) tackled in his tragedies the formation
of Greek political theology and the issues of political concord (The Orest-
eia trilogy), the abuse of power (Prometheus Bound), the idea of divine
(geo)political order (The Persians). Sophocles (495-406 BC) brought forth
the conflict between the political and human in his tragedies (Oedipus at
Colonus, Antigone). In his tragedies, Euripides (480-406 BC) analysed
religious aspects of the crisis of the polis (The Bacchae), the absurdity of
radical in the political (Hecuba), generational strife (Hippolytus), and the
tragic fate of a hero in society (Herakles).

Historiography. With the purpose of the research of the genesis and histo-
rical development of the concept of the political in ancient Greece, the thesis
takes into account studies done in this area of inquiry. The overview of histo-
riography is broken down in two main cross-sections:

1. Historical-anthropological (with the estimation of the aspects of research of

historical genesis of paramilitary social structures), and

2. Historical-political (with the estimation of the scope of research covering

the issues dealt with in the thesis).

1. The historical-anthropological cross-section helps disclose the context
of issues of the genesis of the political brought forth in the thesis.

In his study Mdnnerbund”, Heinrich Schurtz’® drew attention to the phenome-
non of paramilitary groups of young males, which had been well-known in archaic
societies, while underestimated in historical studies of that period. Schurtz sugges-

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ted an idea about the fundamental role of secret male societies in creating and con-
solidating a mechanism of social order”’. According to Schurtz, an all-male structure
of the Méinnerbund was in a constant competition with an institution of the family,
which was naturally female-dominated. Schurtz gave a comprehensive description
of an institution of secret male societies, proposing in cultural history a dichotomy
of all-male groups (German Mdnnerbiind, Latin comitatus) and an extended family
unit, or clan, (German Sippe). According to Heinrich Schurtz, there were two male
groups that existed in society: adult men, who lived with their families, and adoles-
cent males living under special arrangements’™. Making use of the model postulated
by Schurtz, Stig Wikander, in his book published in 1938, provided a detailed des-
cription of the specific form of social organisation of the Indo-Iranians, which he
designated by the same term of Mdnnerbund™. Lily Weiser provided an in-depth
inquiry into the problem of internal split of tribal society in which she distinguished
two deliberately developed social oppositions: the one — adults and youth, and the
other — men and women®. Her research enabled to trace in a greater detail how
a closed society of professional warriors had come into being inside a youth age
group and how an institution of elite warriors, the berserkers, was cultivated by it®'.
Andreas Alfoldi, Pierre Vidal-Naquet, Kim McCone and Priscilla Kershaw, based
on the studies of the principles of social organisation of various nations of related
origins, noted that there were two forms of power structures in the traditional Aryan
societies that were different from each other in terms of age groups: the first group
was made up of adult males living with families and possessing a certain amount
of property — (teuta), and the other group of adolescent males engaged in robbery
and rape, which was much more homogenous, was composed of young warriors
(the koryos)®.

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A need to redefine the issue of the relationship between myth and ritual
was becoming increasingly relevant by the late 19" century. Jane Harrison
was one of the founders of modern studies in Ancient Greek mythology. As
early as in 1890, she suggested that there existed no grounds to treat a myth
as having an independent plot. It is nothing more than an unrecognised ritual
myth®, which might be formulated as “the myth is the plot of the dromenon,
or the ritual” (Greek dromenon)®. Gilbert Murray, in his study Five Stages of
Greek Religion which saw the light in the early 1900’s, especially emphasi-
sed the significance of the turning point made by Harrison to introduce social
interpretation of Ancient Greek mythology. He thought that the studies of the
Greek initiation rites could open up new possibilities for historical studies of
Ancient society®. Not the myth in itself, but symbolic interaction of myth with
historical processes ought to be studied in such context. Collective memory
is symbolically encoded in traditions and myths. The study of myth offers the
possibility to reconstruct the mentality of an epoch to an incomparably deeper
and more comprehensive extent in contrast to the studies using available ma-
terial artefacts or (often dim and fragmentary) discrete written records. The
thesis demonstrates that the main precondition for the rise of the political was
the youth revolt against traditional society of the time that took place during
the Dark Ages of Greece. An assumption is made in the thesis that in the eighth
century BC there was a visible coincidence of the mentioned circumstances —
the disintegration of social elites and the youth revolt coming in its wake,
which was to recur on frequent occasions in later history of the West. Cultural
historian Jose Ortega y Gasset® and sociologist Karl Mannheim®” were the first
to attempt to explain such changes in society through the problem of generatio-
nal change in history. Ortega y Gasset took interest in generation as a unique
social factor, which is able, if necessary, to produce a new vision of historical
development. In his opinion, “individuals of different mind-set can co-exist in
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the same society who living side by side with their contemporaries experience,
from time to time, a feeling of antagonism”*.

Mannheim saw the crux of the problem of youth in the disorder of the
mechanisms of adaptation of social elites. In his understanding, “youth be-
longs to those latent resources which every society has at its disposal and on
the mobilization of which its vitality depends™®. It is due to constant arrival
of new generations that cultural transformations are made possible in society.
Jack Goldstone notes that the role of youth rebellion in history has been un-
derestimated. He claims that “youth have played a prominent role in political
violence throughout recorded history and it has always been the key factor in
the great revolutions™®. When social bonds become weaker in a given socie-
ty, the youth whose interests of integration are ignored by such society often
respond by creating self-defence groups®'. In Oriental societies, almost com-
plete control over youth has been exercised. As Mannheim has pointed out
“their education will be focused on the transfer of tradition, their methods of
teaching will be reproductive and repetitive™*. Life posed the same questions
and expected the same answers. “It has been proved that in primitive societies
the mental conflicts of our Youth are unknown, for there is no radical cleavage
between the norms taught by the family and those prevailing in the world of
the grown-ups™?. After the static worldview of the Bronze Age had disinte-
grated, the idea of generational harmony changed radically. As in many other
things, so in the waters of dangerous social changes the Greeks were the first
to radically test a new fairway. “Generational conflict and the radicalism of
youth, — Goldstone writes, — goes back at least as far as the Greeks. <...> We
find the younger generation contesting the power and morals of their elders™*.
The conflict of generations in ancient society created the conditions for de-
authoritisation of the old order®.
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Which are the periods in the history of Greece that make sense to speak of a
special role of youth in changing undesirable social order? Reinhold Meyer thinks
that two such periods can be distinguished in the Greek world when young people
obviously revolted against the order maintained by the adults: the fifth century BC*
and the first century BC?”. The scheme of Meyer, however, does not make any refe-
rence to an important period such as the beginnings of the Greek Archaic Period and
the so-called polis (city-state) revolution. Goldstone claims that the events that un-
folded in Greece by the eighth century BC strongly bear witness to indisputable ca-
ses of conflict leading directly to essential constitutional changes®. James Davidson
has pointed to a unique fact, in his opinion, that the Greek city-states represented
societies synchronically divided into several age classes that functioned differently
(age-set societies)*. Robert Sallares thought that the interaction between age clas-
ses could have strongly influenced social order of ancient Greeks'®. Sallares, when
pointing out to the specific features of the Greek polis organisation, draws attention
to yet another principle implying idiosyncratic nature of the polis, which, again, he
borrows from to Aristotle; it is about the impact of age classes on social organisation
and political objectives of the city-state and on the concept of theo-political order'".
Sallares has not developed further his insights, however. This is done in this thesis.
By including theo-political aspect and reviewing a greater scope of ancient Greek
historical data, it has been concluded that organisational-functional interaction
between Greek age groups, fraught with sociocultural tensions, was an important
institutional feature that facilitated in the making of the Greek city-state as an unpre-
cedented form of social organisation. According to Shmuel Noah Eisenstadt, the in-
volvement of young people in the social structure of the adults through the use of the
instruments of age-based social impact directly correlated with the procedures for
the acquisition and retention of citizenship in ancient society'®. Bernardo Bernardi
gave his own explanation showing the way a mechanism of age classes operates in
society. He claims that the system of age classes usually emerges in the societies
without a single power centre and the age groups act as self-regulatory bodies inde-

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pendently defining behavioural norms of their members'®. Sallares emphasises that
“age class organisation does have a religious dimension™'*, This approach can be
utilised in the modelling of historical genesis of a new political theology evolving
precisely on the basis of the age class of youth (the Apollo of Delphi).

2. The historical-political cross-section makes it possible to elucidate on
the context of the issues of historical development of the political tackled in
the thesis.

Form a historical point of view, the thesis subject has not been actually
addressed in Lithuania as yet. As far as the studies in the field of the history of
religion and theology are concerned, the study by Tatjana Alekniené'® deser-
ves special mention. Her study is based on linguistic semantics of ancient texts
and goes beyond the narrow limits of philology. A brilliant historical approach
enabled T. Alekniené to use an extensive mythological material in her analysis
of Greek political theology (the concept not used directly by the author though)
and relating it to the development of the Greek soul organisation (politeia).

Algis Mickiinas, a famous representative of the Lithuania émigré community,
when reflecting on the condition of the political in modern world, unequivocally
considers Classical Athens a locus of its foundation. He revisited the discourse of
democracy and the nature of conflict in terms of the political and in the ancient
Greek poleis discerned a fundamental historical prototype of modern society!®.

In terms of political philosophy, these issues have been addressed by V.
Bartninkas who followed the tenets of the concept of the political proposed by
Schmitt. In his works, the said scholar makes extensive use of mythological
texts and studies of classical philosophers'”.

The extent of academic studies in the West dedicated exclusively to the
analysis of the political in ancient Greece has been inconsiderable up to now,
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although there exists a long tradition of research and an extensive coverage is
available regarding the history of the Greek city-state, polis, and features of its
political organisation'®. The scope of an interest in the issues concerning the ge-
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nesis of the political and its historical development has been rather limited. Only
two authors, who used the term of the political in their studies by referring this
phenomenon to the history of the ancient world, deserve unconditional mention,
namely Christian Meier'” and Jan Assmann''®. Both historians were students of
Schmitt and relied on the conceptual apparatus elaborated by their teacher, and
they succeeded in the transmission of the ideas of the political as well as political
theology into their historical studies. What is to be understood under historical
specificity of the political? Was a sense of civic solidarity crystallised by the
political known only to the historical human communities that populated the
Southern Mediterranean region, as Meier claimed'!, or is it — during the initial
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centuries of its formation at least — universally inherent to all human societies, as
asserted by Assmann''?, Meier directly related the transition from the second to
the first millennium BC to the emergence of the political and referred to this pe-
riod as the beginnings of the history of Europe. The political to his thinking was
a purely Greek phenomenon, which initiated the unique character of European
civilization. To him, it represented political rationality'* and a special sense of
political freedom. In the historian’s opinion, Greek culture was oriented toward
freedom, not domination. <...> It was not a continuation of history but a new
beginning”'"*, Following Schmitt, Meier referred to the condition of the Greek
world after the Trojan War as the state of exception. History itself forced the
Greeks to search for a way out in the face of crisis'”®. In contrast to the traditional
social ways characteristic for the Oriental societies, the Greeks were forced by
history to opt for a unique political path for their future development.''®
Assmann described the power competition, which took place among the Medi-
terranean peoples in the first millennium BC, as the historical environment for the
emergence of the political''”. The concept of the political elaborated by Meier was
dubbed by Assmann a kind of Archimedes’ Lever of political history, providing a
means for the reflections on the development of the idea of order''®. In his opinion,
the key feature of the political was the disruption of the connection between the idea
of sovereignty and the idea of religious justice'". Unlike Meier, Assmann tended to
give credit for primacy in the domain of political theology not to the Greeks, but
to the Jews'”. According to Assmann, an intrinsic feature of the political is wor-
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king for the benefit of a community. “To think and behave politically means seeing
oneself as a member of a political community and acting as part of it taking into
account the entity””'?'. The phenomenon of the political that evolved in the history of
ancient Greece received much attention from the French school of classical studies,
including prominent scholars such as Jean-Pierre Vernant'*2, Marcel Detienne'” and
Pierre Vidal-Naquet'?*. The concept of the political is extensively explored in their
works, although none of them used the term of political theology preferring instead
the concept of political religion put forward by Eric Voegelin. This school, pursuing
research directions already initiated by Numa Denis Fustel de Coulanges and Emile
Durkheim, established a close relationship between man of archaic society and the
social environment customs and religious thinking.

Of paramount importance is another group of authors whose studies enabled
to treat Greek religion as a tool for legitimation of the very idea of the political
and its transformations over various periods in the history of ancient Greece.
Jane Harrison'”® was the first author who portrayed the Greek goddess Themis
not as a personified and abstract justice but as a principle of order projected on
a concrete historical period. A more comprehensive and specialised overview of
Greek political, legal and religious thought was given by Rudolf Hirzel'?. Victor
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Ehrenberg was the first to write a study of Ancient Greek history which provided
conceptual development of the principles of order'?’. He later developed his con-
ception'?®. Ehrenberg considers that Greek principles of order and conceptions
of justice are symbolically encoded in the names of certain deities'?. This thesis
argues and further elaborates upon the idea that each epoch in Greek history had
a particular prevalent form of government inherently consistent with the key
principle of order (justice) of that epoch, which was represented, at least in the
beginning, by a god (goddess) regarded as being in charge of law and order.

Thesis statements to be defended. The specifics of the political in ancient

Greece tackled in the dissertation and the assessment of the scope of its research
make it possible to formulate hypotheses that can be verified on the basis of the
study of primary sources for ancient history and analytical study of history:

1. The basic premise for the genesis of the political is the creation of vio-
lence-based social environment in the process of elimination of sacral
monarchy. A parallel power structure emerges in society — heroes,
whose existence erodes the social fabric and authority of the basileus.
With the crisis evolving, a phenomenon of generational gap comes
forth augmented by the appearance of uncontrollable ephebes.

2. Historical development of the political originates with the building of a
mechanism of power division in Sparta providing a basis for the main-
tenance of a permanent balance and interaction among age groups.

3. Between the eighth and the fourth century BC, with continuous change
in theo-political mentality going on, ancient Greek society undergoes
four phases of historical development of the political.

4. The crisis of the political comes about at the time when, in the aftermath of
Pericles’ death, a mechanism of the distribution of political influence starts
to fail. A struggle for power resumes among age groups, but this time the
outcome of the conflict is not nascence of the political but its total unravel-
ling. The main indicators of a crisis of the political are the emergence of
super-political or apolitical structures inside the polis.
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Conclusions

Based on the research carried out, the following four main conclusions
have been arrived at:

1. The findings of the research suggest that the first premise for the ge-
nesis of the political was the creation of social environment that made it pos-
sible to radically make away with any manifestations of sacral monarchy by
establishing a forum of general political will in its stead. The heroes were the
ultimate power to unravel monarchical tradition in ancient Greece.

In the Bronze Age, a social phenomenon such as public social sphere did not
exist. Ancient Eastern societies were fully incorporated into divine cosmic order.
It was believed that a figure of sacred monarch had a special magical aura on
whose strength and health rested cosmic order, social peace and the wellbeing of
the country. The Iron Age saw an unprecedented crisis of the institution of sacral
monarchy. This structure bequeathed by the Bronze Age did not lend itself to re-
form in principle; it could only be destroyed by completely deconstructing sacral
monarchy. The Greek world proved the weakest link in the chain of Oriental
despotisms. Because of the traditional weakness of central authorities, Greek ba-
sileis failed to become kings following the pattern of Ancient Near Eastern empi-
res. The resulting power vacuum laid the basis for the development of a parallel
power structure, the heroes, whose presence eroded the social fabric and autho-
rity of the basileus. The cult of heroes was a unique institution in the ancient
Greek world, which had grown up from persons inclined to adventure and was
designed to deal with social crises. Amidst social upheaval, charismatic heroes
successfully cast into the shade members of royal families who were confused in
the elements of war. As the well-known formula goes, in Greek society basileis
were often authority without power while heroes were power without authority.
In the Dark Age, heroes firstly undermined the traditional power structure and
then actually destroyed the ethos of authority as such.

2. The research results permit the conclusion that closed binary structures
had been shaped on the class basis in ancient Greece by the eighth century BC,
in which the nobility that upheld traditional religious beliefs arrived at a historical
compromise with a cohort of young warriors who professed the cult of Apollo, the-
reby creating a unique aristocratic political body (Greek homoioi).

With the crisis continuing to unfold, a phenomenon of generational gap
came into being augmented by the appearance of virtually uncontrollable
youth organizations — the ephebes. Youth in traditional societies are common-
ly esteemed to be in the shadow of social elites, a dark, obscure and dangerous
potential. Such shadow structure of the youth constitutes a fall-back option for
social response, the final argument — its u/tima ratio. But as soon as they reali-
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sed that the social straitjacket put on them was loosening yesterday’s outcasts
made a kind of castling move in the power game, eventually turning into a new
power centre. The Mdinnerbund (Greek agela, ephebeia), which had operated
as an institution of social and gender segregation of young people from times
immemorial, from a temporary, transient state evolved into a new life form in
Greece where special character traits were refined, which, in the Greek world,
ultimately morphed into the code of military virtues (Greek arete). Thus, an
artificially created paramilitary social structure came into being within a big
traditional society, which embedded an entirely new principle of solidarity into
a network of kin relationships that relied not only on membership in a kinship
group but also on freedom of individual choice. Since social antagonisms in
Sparta were reinforced by tribal enmities between the Achaeans and the newly
arrived Dorians, this region was the first place where the Mdnnerbund institu-
tion, after passing through enormous historical challenges, transformed into
the first political entity in the world, while strateuma changed into politeuma.
Sparta was a polis par excellence in the sense that it was built on a strict-
ly defined apartheid pattern that segregated its whole population into citizens
and non-citizens. Lycurgus managed to build an original balance between the
older and younger generations in this newly established city-state. In Sparta,
throughout its history, the dynamism of its class of young warriors was offset
by moderation of the Gerousia, council of elders, and adequate response to the
interests of a wide range individuals and groups in society. This led eventually
to a well-conceived integration of young people into society, a reasonable ba-
lance of interests between them and political stability of the state. Sparta was
the first in the world to create unique, hitherto unknown, key principles of
political coexistence and political governance.

3. In ancient Greece, the principle of order implied a mechanism of theo-
political legitimation, every time reshaped at different periods. The research results
permit to assert that closed binary structures had been shaped on the class basis in
ancient Greece by the eighth century BC, in which the nobility that upheld traditio-
nal religious beliefs had arrived at a historical compromise with a cohort of young
warriors who professed the cult of Apollo, thereby creating a unique aristocratic
political body, which evolved into democracy via timocracy.

When the operation of the first binary society had been fine-tuned in Sparta,
other Greek city-states, in one way or another, embarked on the process of assi-
milation of the principles of the political created in Sparta. The formation of the
city-state, or polis, generated human energy to an unprecedented extent in order
to address the challenges of the survival of a political body, the optimisation of
social cohesion and the education of citizens. By the start of the eighth century
BC, the office of basileus had been completely abandoned in the majority of Greek
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city-states, while in Sparta it survived where the basileus exercised power without
authority — the so-called grand strategy, whereas in Athens and in some lesser city-
states authority without power had already been validated — an office of the archon
basileus. The office of basileus was the first victim of a political revolution and the
synoikism. The Ancient Greek city-state possessed an acephal structure, i.e. a socie-
ty without a state where all important decisions were made collectively. The Greek
ephebeia, which had been traditionally supposed to be a transitional stage for young
citizens under the control of adults, attained an unprecedented prestige and gained
the opportunity to become a full-fledged political structure. This way, the transitions
from the form of aristocratic government to democratic one via timocratic form of
government took place, with the basis of the body politic constantly expanded along
the way. In terms of political theology, Apollo was a symbol of law and order, howe-
ver, each individually established phase of legal consciousness was symbolised by
a newly reaffirmed personification of order: Dike, Funomia, Isonomia, and Peitho.
Dike symbolised fair judgment inside the aristocratic polis; eunomia stood for the
principle of geometrical equality, the principle of isonomia, underlying arithmetic
equality, gave a demos a legal possibility to ignore the rights of minority altoget-
her and, when necessary, to change laws by means of popular ordinances, while
peitho symbolised a procedure for the consolidation of law and order when strong
individuals, in the most diverse ways, would persuade their fellow citizens of the
effectiveness of their proposed action.

4.  The research results permit the conclusion that the use of unbridled
power in dealing with internal and external challenges practiced at the turn of
the fifth and fourth centuries BC led to the breakdown of the well-established
relationship between age classes and disrupted the binary structure of the city-
state, which resulted in the general crisis of the political in ancient Greece.

When radical democracy had taken root and the last vestiges of aristocratic
institutions had been eradicated in Athens, citizenship turned from a goal into
a gift. After the death of Pericles, an open power struggle ensued among the
Athenian age classes which ended in the actual deconstruction of the political.
In the fifth century BC, the conflict of generation dealt a mortal blow to the
political. As the crisis aggravated, two alternative sociocultural trends with
respect to the political took shape — the super-political which sought to resolve
societal problems through the maximum concentration of power in the hands
of a single outstanding individual, and the apolitical which promoted an idea
of withdrawal from social concerns, with the focus placed on the creation of
elitist societies. Hiding behind a legitimate office of strategos autokrator, the
figure of a new monarch with enormous resources at his disposal made appe-
arance that claimed to maintain order and embody law in his person. In the
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fourth century BC, when Alexander the Great created the Hellenic Empire, the
political Nomos of the Earth established by the Greeks came to an end.

Although at first sight it might seem that Greek history started and comple-
ted its growth cycle with the same monarchic power, it is impossible to miss,
however, the obvious differences and innovations that can’t be ignored. The
Greeks completed the cycle of political development by bequeathing a unique,
hitherto unknown, practice of political human coexistence. Furthermore, the
idea of monarchy itself has gone through dramatic changes: as opposed to a
figure of sacred sovereign beyond the limits of legal control, the Greeks su-
cceeded in bringing forth a monarch guided by the standards of legal behaviour
(Greek nomos empsychos) that became a prototype of the enlightened monarch
exercising his power for the protection of the nation’s interests.

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Tyrimo erdvé. Istorinés erdvés atzvilgiu tiriamos problemos prie§istoré ru-
tuliojosi istoriniame Trojos regione ir Argolidéje, kur bronzos amziaus pabaigoje
koncentravosi pagrindinis graiky valstybingumo centras. Kalbant apie politis-
kumo idéjos genezés erdve, tai buvo jau pietinis Peloponeso pusiasalio trecda-
lis — Lakonija ir Mesenija. Kalbant apie politiSkumo formy istoring raida, tyrimy
laukas pasislenka Siek tiek j Siaure ir daugiausia lokalizuojamas Atikoje. Tuomet,
kai kalbama apie politiSkumo krize, tiriamoji erdvé pasitraukia j graiky pasaulio
periferijg ir apima Didziajg Graikijg ir Tesalijg Siaurés Graikijos rytinéje dalyje.

Tyrimo chronologinés ribos. Tiriamo reiSkinio priesistoré — XIII amzius pr.
Kr., o pagrindiné problematika susijusi su Trojos karu. Kontekstas, kuriame po-
litiSkumas jgyja pirminj pavidalg ir uZgimsta, dar vadinamu tamsiaisiais amziais.
Jo ribos — XII-IX amziai pr. Kr. IX—VIII amziy pr. Kr. sankirtoje jvyksta istorinis
luzis, kurj galima laikyti graiky politinés revoliucijos pradZia. Periodg nuo VIII
iki IV amziy pr. Kr. galima laikyti politiSkumo istorinés raidos amziumi.

Tyrimo metodologija. Metodologinés krypties prasme, disertacija orien-
tuota ] ta politinés, socialinés ir kultiirinés istorijos dalj, kuri atskirose Salyse
ir jvairiu laiku buvo vadinama idéjy istorija (history of ideas — A. Lovejoy),
intelektiné istorija (intellectual history — Q. Skinner) arba sgvoky istorija
(Begriffsgeschichte — R. Koselleck). 1déjy istorijg galima biity apibrézti kaip
istorijos mokslo Sakq, tirianciq idéjy atsiradimo, raidos ir kaitos procesus
Zmonijos istorijoje. Pagrindines savo metodologines nuostatas Lovejoy’jus
suformulavo savo klasikiniame veikale DidZioji biities grandiné ir tuo klau-
simu specialiai paraSytame straipsnyje'>. Lovejoy’jus pabrézé, jog jvairiose
epochose vartojamos tos pacios sagvokos daznai suprantamos skirtingai. Me-
todo prasme Lovejoy’jus sitilé iSskaidyti idéjas | maziausius jas sudarancius
elementus, vienalytes, nedalomas mono idéjas (unit-ideas), kurias jis laiké uni-
versaliomis istorijos varomosiomis jégomis'*. Lovejoy’jaus supratimu, pacios
mono idéjos nekinta, nors galimi jy tarpusavio santykiai gali kisti, sudaryda-
mi naujus prasminius darinius. Tarkim, Zinome tam tikram istoriniam perio-
de esant reikSmingas sakralumo ir monarchijos idéjas; labai tikétina, kad tam
tikrom salygom joms sgveikaujant gali atsirasti sakralinés monarchijos idéja.
Lovejoy’jaus idéjy istorijg toliau plétojo Q. Skinneris, pakeites kai kurias jos
teorines prielaidas. Pasak Skinnerio, tiriama turéty biiti ne apibendrinta idéjy
istorija, o tik terminy vartosenos istorija'>. Jis iSreiSké tam tikras abejones dél

Intelektiné istorija turinti i$skleisti galima sgvokos prasmiy pluosta, korektis-
kai atsisakydama daryti bet kokj poveikj paties zodzio raidai. Pats tekstas, kaip
ir jame iSdéstytos idéjos, galéjes biiti tuo laikotarpiu vykusios polemikos dalis,
0 zmongés, savo veiksmuose apeliuodami j istorija, galbtt neturéjo jokio tikslo
atkurti teisingg praeities vaizda, o tik sieké igyti sau papildomy argumenty po-
litingje kovoje su oponentais'®, Skinnerio istoriniai tyrin¢jimai, akcentuojantys
vystymosi §uolius, primena F. Nietzsche’s'” sukurtg ir M. Foucault'® isplétota
genealoginj metoda. Siame tyrime vartojamos savokos yra atsiradusios i§ jvai-
riy ideologijy, pateikianc¢iy daznai visiskai skirtingas ty paéiy problemy pers-
pektyvas. Skinneris mané, kad normatyvines savokas mes turétume traktuoti
ne kaip teiginius apie pasaulj, o kaip ideologiniy diskusijy jrankius ir ginklus.

Vokiskoji istoriografija sukiiré integralesnj sgvoky istorijos projekta, kurio
pradininkas ir Zymiausias atstovas buvo vokieciy istorikas R. Koselleckas. Jo
ikurta savoky istorijos mokykla savo istorijos vizija i§désté veikale Pagrin-
dineés istorijos sqvokos”. Kosellecko istoriniy studijy kryptj deréty sieti ja su
metodologine, tematine, stilistine ir netgi politine Schmitto jtaka®. Savoky
istorija — tai istorinio tyrimo programa, tyrimo S$altiniais laikanti klasikinius
tekstus bei juos papildancius Saltinius ir tirianti sgvoky kisma nuo jy atsira-
dimo iki dabarties. Pasak Kosellecko, savoky istorija — tai socialinés istorijos
dalis®'. Sgvoky istorijai labai svarbi prasmés genealogija, t.y. istorinéje erdvéje
ir laike aptinkamas sgvokos pokytis, vedantis link dabarties laiko. Sgvoky is-
torijos keliami klausimai labai artimi idéjy istorijai, tik ¢ia tiriamos ne viena-
lytés mono idéjos (unit-ideas), o pagrindinés sqvokos (Grundbegriffe). Kaip
biidinga pavyzdj modeliuojant sgvoky istorijos metodu, Koselleckas nurodé
antikinés demokratijos savokos istoring raidg: pradzioje demokratija — viena
galimy valdymo formy; ta¢iau tapdama likescio sagvoka (Erwartungsbegriff),
ji igauna nauja reikSme ir tampa metasagvoka (Oberbegriff), kartu su naujai

formas ir apskritai i§stumdama i§ vartosenos politéjos sgvoka®.

Idéjy istorijoje svarbia metodologine gaire laikoma politinés teologijos savo-
ka. R. Mehringas Schmitto politine teologija vadina sgvoky istorija®. K. Maru-
lewska ja apibiidina kaip labai jtakingg naujos idéjy istorijos krypties metodolo-
gija **. Disertacijoje taikoma metodologija, iSauganti i§ politinés teologijos, kuri
politinius procesus kildina i§ simbolinés religinio bendrabiivio praktikos. Poli-
ting teologija pasirinkus tyrimo metodologija, randasi ypatinga optika, leidzian-
ti jzvelgti mastymo ir veikimo paradigmas, jy uzduotas kultiiros temas, temy
kryptis ir $iy krypciy ritma. Pastarajg savoka, jvesta dar graiky stoiky Panaitijo
ir Poseidonijo, naujai suaktualino Schmittas, organiskai siej¢s ja su politiSkumo
savoka. Tiriant politiSkumo istorija, negalima Sio reiskinio atsieti nuo religijos.
Galima sutikti su Schmittu, kad visos svarbiausios politinés teorijos sagvokos yra
teologiniy problemy atspindys®. Gelminj politinés teologijos lygmenj sudaro
bendroje patirtyje atsiradgs politinis kiinas, turintis bendrg simbolikg ir rituala,
taip pat reiSkiantis bendrg sutarima gério ir blogio klausimu?.

J. Assmannas, kritiskai permastes C. Schmitto politinés teologijos prielaidas
senovés istorijos tyrimuose, padaré joje esminiy pataisy. Apversdamas Schmitto
teiginj, jog visos vaisingos politinés idéjos turi teologines prielaidas, jis tvirtino,
kad istorijoje yra kaip tik atvirksciai: tai ,,teologiniai klausimai kyla i$ politiniy sg-
voky” o ,.religijos atsiranda i§ politiSkumo dvasios™’. Assmanno manymu, politi§-
kumo teologizavimas Zymi geleZies amziaus pradzig, o teologijos sekuliarizacija,
atitinkamai — Naujyjy laiky dvasig?. Istoriskai politiné teologija priklauso Antikos
paveldui. Dar Il amziuje pr. Kr. nuZiesta politinés teologijos savoka istoriskai kilusi
i§ stoiky religinio leksikono, kur teologija buvo suskirstyta j tris skirtingas Sakas:
miting, natiraligjq ir politing. Teologijos rusing klasifikacija Augustinas perémé i§
Varono (Apie Dievo valstybg 6.12). Remiantis graiky stoiko Panaitijo politine te-
orija ir Romos stoiko Marko Terencijaus Varono i8déstyta Theologia tripertita®,

nas, padéjes kurti pilieting santarve®. Graikijoje autoritetas persikélé i§ senosios
visuomenés valdininky — rastininky, Zyniy ir karaliy — j nauja, politing dimensija.
Atsiradus poliams ,,buvo jtvirtinta nuostata, kad vieSojo garbinimo objektas yra ne
valdovas, bet dievas™'. Tai buvo lazis, kurj lydéjo antrinio lygmens refleksija®.
A. Henrichsas tvirtina, kad graikams teologija buvo j religinj pavidala jvilkta mintis
apie pasaulio tvarkos prigimtj*. Odiséjoje Homeras Dzeuso lipomis jgarsino dar
negirdéta mintj, kad patys Zmonés yra visiskai atsakingi uz savo likima (Odisé-
Jja 1.34). Hesiodo manymu (Darbai ir dienos 197-200), gelezies amziuje dievai
apskritai apleido Zeme, palikdami zmonéms patiems tvarkyti savo reikalus. F. de
Polignacas atkreipé démesj | tai, kad Olimpo teologija tiesiogiai legitimavo graiky
politiniy bendrijy atsiradima. ,,Ji ikilmingai liudijo, kad uzgimé savimi pasitikinti
visuomené, gebanti religiniais simboliais naujai jprasminti atmintj**““. Tai sujungé
politinj mitg su naujai formuojamu graiky politiniu kiinu. Plutarchas yra pastebéjgs,
kad keliaujant buvo galima rasti polj be sieny, be archonty, be miiriniy namy, be
rasto, be pinigy, netgi be teatry ar gimnazijy — bet polio, kuris neturéty Sventyklos
su dievybe, nuolatinés liturgijos, jzady, orakulo ar ritualy, jam néra pavyke aptikti
(Plutarchas, Moralijos 1125¢).

Darbo struktiira. Disertacijg sudaro jvadas, tiriamoji analitiné dalis ir tekste
naudoty Saltiniy bei literatiiros sgrasas. Déstomoji dalis suskirstyta i tris skyrius ir
vienuolika poskyriy, kurivose pateikta graiky politiSkumo istoriné genez¢ ir raida.

Pirmajame disertacijos skyriuje gvildenama graiky politiSkumo istoriné
geneze, kuri atskleidziama analizuojant galios ir autoriteto kriz¢ rimy visuo-
menéje, nagrinéjant herojy amziaus istoring specifikg ir sukarinty jaunimo or-
ganizacijy vaidmenj.

Antrajame skyriuje tiriama graiky politiskumo istoriné raida. Ji parodoma
per galios ir autoriteto santykj analizuojant saveika tarp tvarkos principy ir
valdymo formy.

Tyrimo metodai. Istorinis tyrimas neiSvengiamai susijgs su esminiy fak-
ty atranka, kurig lemia disertacijos teopolitiné prieiga. Disertacijoje laikoma-
si pozitirio, kad dél istoriniy luziy ir istoriografiniy jtrukiy Saltiniy tradicijoje
metodiniu poziliriu genealogijos metodas yra tinkamiausias politiSkumo idéjos
analizei. Anot M. Foucault, genealogijos uzduotis — atkurti scenas, kuriose is-
toriniai veikéjai atlicka savo vaidmenis®. Jo manymu, tiriant kurig nors isto-
ring epocha nepakanka nagrinéti vien jos galios dominantg, nes paprastai tai
biina tik nugalétojy galia®. Taciau Graikijos praeityje egzistavo daug raidos
galimybiy, tarpusavyje kovojo daug galiy ir tik viena jy pasieké mus, savo ga-
limybe paversdama istorine tikrove. Remdamiesi savoky genealogija, mes at-
skleidziame skirtingus biidus, kuriais jos galéjo biiti naudojamos ankstesniais
laikais®”. Taikant genealoginj metoda disertacijoje naujai perskaitomi ir anali-
zuojami su tema susij¢ Antikos raSytiniai Saltiniai. Taip pat aptariama graiky
mitopoetiné tradicija ir remiamasi archeologinés medziagos interpretacijomis.

Savokos. Pagrindiniais atsparos taskais disertacijoje pasirinktos dviejy autoriy
— C. Schmitto ir E. Voegelino — teorijose nugludintos sgvokos. I§ Schmitto pasisko-
lintos pagrindinés vartojamos sgvokos: politiné teologija*® (politische Theologie),
politiskumas® (das Politische) ir zemés nomas* (Nomos der Erde). I§ Voegelino
teorijos perimtas istorijos tvarkos*' (Ordnung der Geschichte) konceptas. Diserta-
cijoje daroma prielaida, kad graiky politiSkumo genezés istorinés ir istorinés rai-
dos negalima suprasti ir aprasyti be trijy fundamentaliy savoky: autoriteto, galios
ir tvarkos. Tolesniame tyrime parodoma, kad vos tik tam tikru istoriniu laikotarpiu
1 kurig nors $iy savoky nurodantis teopolitinis simbolis patenka j kritikos lauka, tai
gali buti indikacija, nurodanti j prasidedancia politiSkumo kriz¢. Darbe vartojama
dar viena fundamentali sgvoka, nusakanti ne politiSkumo egzistavimo salygas, bet
jo atsiradimo priezastis ir apibiidinanti jo istorinés steigties prielaidas — tai nomas.

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Tiriant politiSkuma, labai svarbu aptarti galios ir autoriteto santykius. Polj galima
laikyti dvilype visuomene, kurioje diduomené rémési zinojimu, o ginkluota jau-
nuomené — galia, ir abiejy jtakos buvo gana savarankios. Kad galia galéty sékmin-
gai funkcionuoti, ji turéjo buti teiséta. Anot Schmitto, remdamasi vien tik galios
technikomis ,,jokia politiné sistema negali tverti ilgiau nei vienos kartos laikotarpj.

Graiky polyje jgauti legitimios tvarkos poZzymius galia galéjo tik
biidama integruota j kokio nors autoriteto ordinaciy sistema.

Tvarkg jmanu apibrézti kaip istoriskai susiformavusig tikéjimy, papro€iy ir tai-
sykliy sistema, kurig sudaro nuolat besikeiCianti pusiausvyra tarp autoriteto ir ga-
lios. Tvarkos principas yra reikalavimas prisiderinti prie istoriniy procesy raidos.
Sig savoka antropologas A. Kroeberis®, jvedé dar iki klasikiniy Voegelino darby.
Po visy politiniy reiskiniy pavirSiumi slypi juos persmelkiantis tvarkos principas.
Voegelinas, aptardamas tvarkos fenomena, skyré Ryty pasauliui bidingg kosminés
tvarkos ir graiky atrastos istorinés tvarkos idéjas. ,,Ryty pasaulyje buvo tikima, kad
esama tvarka kyla i§ kosma palaikancios biities <...>. Nepaisant atskiro vieSpati-
jos ir kosmo egzistavimo, abi egzistavo kaip visaapimancios tvarkos sudedamosios
dalys*. Voegelinas, suformuluodamas metodologinj principa, kad ,.istorijos tvar-
ka kyla i§ tvarkos istorijos”™, parodé, kaip galios struktiiros istorijos procese inte-
gruojamos | autoriteto ordinaciy sistemg. Naudojantis Voegelino sukurtu sgvokiniu
aparatu,*® disertacijoje méginama rekonstruoti graikiska politiskumo modelj.

Vadovaujantis §ia nuostata disertacijoje laikomasi iskiliy Antikos tyrinéto-
ju V. Ehrenbergo*” ir J.—P. Vernanto*® nurodyty prielaidy, jog kiekviena skirtin-
ga graiky istorijos epocha turéjusi savitg vyraujanéig valdymo forma (galios
sfera), 1§ esmés atitikusig pagrindinj tos epochos tvarkos (teisingumo) principa
(autoriteto sfera), kurj, bent jau iki VI a. pr. Kr., simbolizavo uz teisétvarka
atsakingi mitiniai simboliai.

Viena i$ pagrindiniy sgvoky politinés tvarkos atsiradimui Zymeéti yra nomas.
Schmitto nukaltai Zemés nomo savokai yra artimos J. Ortegos y Gasseto* Zmo-

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nijos temos sgvoka ir T. Kuhno*® pasitilyta mokslinés paradigmos savoka. Nomo
konceptas bylojo apie tvarkos nustatyma naujai jgytoje ir apgyvendintoje erdvé-
je. Schmittas §j istorinj procesg vadino zmogaus jsivietinimu (vok. Ortung) ir
susitvarkymu (vok. Ordnung) savo kontroliuojamoje zeméje®'.

Anot Aristotelio, nomo sgvoka buvo pirmiausia naudojama ne taisykléms is-
reiksti, bet tvarkai susieti su vieta (Aristotelis, Politika 1290a—1292b). Likurgas
vieningu steigiamuoju aktu jtvirtino nomg ir sukiiré Spartos polj. Tuo paciu keliu,
derindami Zemés dalijima su politinémis teisémis, véliau €jo aténieciai Solonas ir
Kleistenis®>. Prasidéjus politiskumo krizei, nomo ry8ys su politinés tvarkos jtvirti-
nimu zeméje spar¢iai nyko. Nomas tapo demo dekreto (gr. psephisma), o véliau ir
monarcho nuleidziamy taisykliy sinonimu®. Nomo Zemiskyjy Sakny praradimas
vyko sinchroniskai su galios virSenybés smukimu autoriteto atzvilgiu.

Saltiniai. Graikai pirmieji pradéjo rasyti ne vien tam, kad pateikty jvy-
kiy raida, bet tam, kad juos individualiai jprasminty. H. Strasburgeris mano,
kad musy laikus vientisy darby ir fragmenty pavidalu pasieké ne daugiau kaip
viena keturiasdesimtoji istoriografinio paveldo dalis**. Disertacijoje vartojama
verstiné $altiniy medZiaga, pricinama autoriui jo gimtaja, taip pat angly, vokie-
¢iy ir rusy kalbomis. Daznai lyginami keliy kalby vertimai, idant biity jmanu
atstatyti, autoriaus manymu, temos kontekstui tinkamiausig prasmg. Esant ga-
limybei, naudojami aiSkinamieji arba etimologiniai graikisky savoky Zodynai.
jvairiy Antikos autoriy kiiriniai bei jy fragmentai. Juos pagal svarba vykdo-
mam tyrimui galima suskirstyti j SeSias Zemiau i§vardijamas Saltiniy grupes:

1) Mitopoezija. Homero epuose persidengia kelios skirtingos epochos. Home-

ras pateikia naujosios graiky politinés teologijos pradmenis, religiniais ter-
minais paaiSkindamas Olimpo autoritetu jtvirtintg naujaji zemés noma, nu-
sakydamas dieviskojo autoriteto santykj su galia ir Zmogui nuo $iol biitinos
politinés atsakomybeés principus. Homero jaunesnysis amzininkas Hesio-
das politing teologija perkelia j nauja, sistemiskesnj lygmenj ir, remdamasis
Olimpo autoritetu, smerkia zmoniy santykiuose neZabota galios naudojima
(Hesiodas, Darbai ir dienos 238-285). Sia prasme Hesiodas padaré pirmajj

zingsn] graiky religijoje formuojant teisingumo idéja, be kurios politisku-
mas buvo sunkiai jsivaizduojamas.

Istorija. Siekdamas atskleisti realiy istoriniy jvykiy priezastis Herodotas
prisilaiké tradiciniy religiniy nuostaty ir politinius jvykius siejo su dievy
valia. Tukidido Peloponeso karo istorijg galima laikyti pirmaja politine is-
torija ir istorijos mokslo pradzia. Tukididas vaizduoja graiky politiskumo
(daugiausia Atény) raidos pagreitéjima visuotinio konflikto kontekste. Kse-
nofontas labai daug ir placiai rasé jvairiausiomis graiky gyvenimo temo-
mis. Kaip istorikas jis vargiai prilygo Tukididui jzvalgumu ir minties gyliu.
Déstydamas jvykius, jis daznai siejo juos su religiniais zenklais, taCiau tai
buvo jau ne Herodoto politiné religija, bet helenizmo pradzig pranaSaujanti
deisidaimonija.

Sakralinés monar-
chijos struktiiros jose i§ principo nebuvo jmanoma reformuoti; jg buvo galima tik
sunaikinti. Dél centro valdzios tradicinio silpnumo graiky basiléjams nepavyko tap-
ti karaliais Artimyjy Ryty imperijy pavyzdziu. Dél susidariusio valdzios vakuumo
visuomengéje émé kurtis paraleliné galios struktiira — herojai, kuriy buvimas ardé
socialinj audin] ir basiléjy autoritetg. Herojai buvo unikali graiky pasaulio institu-
cija, subrandinta i§ avantitiristinés prigimties Zmoniy ir skirta socialinéms krizéms
spresti. Tamsiaisiais amziais herojai pirmiausia isklibino tradicines galios struktii-
ras, o véliau faktiskai sunaikino ir patj autoriteto etosa.

2. Tyrimo rezultatai leidzia teigti, kad VIII amziuje pr. Kr. amziaus klasiy
pagrindu Graikijoje susiformavo uzdaros dvinarés strukttiros, kuriose tradici-
nio religingumo besilaikanti diduomené pasieké istorinj kompromisg su Apo-
lono kultg i$pazjstanéiu jauny kariy korpusu, kartu sukurdami unikaly aristo-
kratijos politinj kiing (gr. homoioi).

Tesiantis krizei, vis labiau ryskéjo karty atotriikio fenomenas, kurj lydéjo
beveik nekontroliuojamy jaunimo organizacijy — efebéjy — atsiradimas. Tokia
Seséliné jaunimo struktiira paprastai veiké kaip atsarginis visuomenés reagavi-
mo variantas, jos ultima ratio. Ta¢iau Mannerbundas (gr. agela, ephebeia), nuo
neatmenamy laiky veikes kaip jaunimo socialinés ir seksualinés segregacijos
institutas, i$ laikinos, pereinamosios biisenos Graikijoje tapo nauja gyvenimo
norma. Taip didziosios tradicinés bendrijos viduje atsirado dirbtinai sukurta,
sukarinta socialiné struktiira, jterpusi | gimininiy santykiy tinklg visiskai nauja
politinio solidarumo principg. Sparta tapo pirmgja vieta, kur Méannerbundo ins-
titucija, kuri transformavosi j pirmaja pasaulyje politing valstybe, o strateuma
joje virto politeuma. Joje buvo sukiirta unikalus, anks¢iau dar niekam neZino-
mas politinio bendrabiivio modelis ir pamatiniai politinio valdymo principai.

3. Graikijoje tvarkos principu vadintinas jvairiais laikotarpiais kaskart nau-
jai formuojamas teopolitinés legitimacijos mechanizmas. Tyrimo rezultatai
leidzia teigti, kad VIII amziuje pr. Kr. politiSkumo amziaus klasiy pagrindu
Graikijoje susiformavo uzdaros dvinarés struktiiros, kuriose tradicinio religin-
gumo besilaikanti diduomené pasieké istorinj kompromisg su Apolono kultg
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iSpazjstanciu jauny kariy korpusu, kartu sukurdami unikaly aristokratijos poli-
tinj kiing, kuris per timokratija evoliucionavo j demokratija.

Kai Spartoje buvo sustyguotas pirmas dvinarés visuomenés modelis, kiti grai-
ky poliai vienokiu ar kitokiu biidu émé periminéti Spartoje sukurtus politiskumo
principus. Polio sukiirimas pavyzdzio neturinfiu mastu generavo zmoniy energi-
ja politinio kiino islikimo, socialinés santarvés optimizavimo ir pilie¢io lavinimo
problemoms spresti. Basiléja Graikijoje tapo pirmaja politinés revoliucijos ir sinoi-
kizmo auka. Politinés teologijos prasme teisinés tvarkos simbolis visg laika buvo
Apolonas, taciau kiekvieng atskirai jtvirtinama teisinés samonés tarpsnj simboliza-
vo kaskart nauja tvarkos principo personifikacija: diké, eunomija, isonomija ir pei-
toja. Diké simbolizavo aristokratinio polio teisminj vidaus gin¢y sprendimo biida;
eunomija Zenklino geometrinés lygybés principa; aritmeting lygybe grindziantis
isonomijos principas suteiké demui teising galimybg apskritai ignoruoti mazumos
teises ir reikalui esant, pacius jstatymus keisti psefizmomis, o peitoja simbolizavo
tokj tvarkos jtvirtinimo biida, kai paskiros stiprios asmenybés paciais jvairiausiais
budais jtikindavo bendrapilieius biitent savo sitilomo kelio efektyvumu.

4. Tyrimo rezultatai leidzia teigti, kad V-IV amziy pr. Kr. savartoje prak-
tikuojamas nezabotas galios naudojimas, sprendziant vidaus ir iSorés proble-
mas, i8derino nusistovéjusia sgveika tarp amziaus klasiy ir suardé polio binari-
n¢ struktiira, sukeldamas bendrajg graiky politiSkumo krize.

Aténuose jtvirtinus radikalig demokratijg ir panaikinus paskutines aristo-
kratines institucijas, pilietybé i§ tikslo virto dovana. Krizei giléjant polio vi-
duje issisluoksniavo dvi alternatyvios politiSkumo atzvilgiu sociokultiirinés
tendencijos — antpolitiskumas, visuomenés problemas siekes spresti maksima-
lia galios koncentracija vienose iskilios asmenybés rankose, ir apolitiSkumas,
i8kéles idéja Salintis nuo visuomenés reikaly, visg démesj skiriant elitiniy drau-
gijy kiirimui. IV amziuje pr. Kr., Aleksandrui Didziajam sukiirus savo helenis-
ting imperija, graiky jsteigtas politinis Zemés nomas baigési.
